                          Information/Información                  
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      San Marcos, El Evangelista  
      El dia festivo, April 25 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 Mucho de lo que sabemos sobre San Marcos, el autor del Segundo Evangelio, viene en gran 
parte del Nuevo Testamento y las primeras tradiciones cristianas. Se cree que el evangelista Marcos es 
el "Juan Marcos" al que se refieren los Hechos de los Apóstoles, la historia de la Iglesia primitiva que 
se encuentra en el Canon del Nuevo Testamento. 
      
  Era el hijo de María de Jerusalén (Hechos 12:12) cuyo hogar se convirtió en un lugar de 
encuentro para los apóstoles. También es primo de San Bernabé (Colosenses 4:10), un levita y un 
chipriota. 
      
 Marcos se unió a San Pablo y San Bernabé en su primer viaje misionero a Antioquía en el 44 
D.C.   Cuando el grupo llegó a Chipre, la tradición cristiana sostiene que Marcos los dejó y regresó a 
Jerusalén, posiblemente porque echaba de menos a su hogar (Hechos 13:13). Este incidente puede 
haber causado que Pablo tuviera dudas si Marcos podía ser un misionero fiable. Esto creó un          
desacuerdo entre Pablo y Bernabé y llevó a Pablo a rechazar la compañia de Marcos en su segundo 
viaje a las iglesias de Cilicia y el resto de Asia Menor. 
       
 Sin embargo, se puede asumir que los problemas entre Pablo y Marcos no duraron mucho, 
porque cuando Pablo fue encarcelado por primera vez, Marcos, que en ese momento estaba en Roma 
con planes de visitar Asia Menor, lo visitó como uno de sus compañeros de confianza (Col 4:10). 
       
 Las esperanzas de Marcos de visitar Asia Menor se cumplieron con toda probabilidad, porque     
durante el segundo cautiverio de Pablo y justo antes de su martirio, Pablo escribió a Timoteo en Éfeso 
aconsejándole que "tome a Marcos y lo lleve consigo [a Roma], porque me es útil para el             
ministerio" (2 Timoteo 4:11). Si Marcos regresó a Roma en ese momento, y probablemente estaba allí 
cuando Pablo fue martirizado. 
      
 Según la tradición cristiana, Marcos también tenía una estrecha relación con San Pedro, quien 
se refirió a Marcos como "su hijo" en su carta dirigida a varias iglesias de Asia Menor (1 Pedro 5:13). 
Clemente de Alejandría, Ireneo y Papías indican que Marcos era un intérprete de Pedro. 
      
 Aunque Papías afirma que Marcos no había oído personalmente al Señor hablar y, al igual que   
Lucas, Marcos no era uno de los doce apóstoles, algunos creen que probablemente Marcos estaba 
hablando de sí mismo cuando escribió la descripción del arresto de Jesús en Getsemaní. "Un joven lo 
siguió con un simple paño de lino alrededor del cuerpo. Lo agarraron, pero él dejó la tela y salió     
corriendo desnudo" (Marcos 14:51-52). 
       
 San Marcos vivió durante años en Alejandría, donde murió como mártir mientras era arrastrado 
por las calles. 
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 Much of what we know about St. Mark, the author of the Second Gospel, comes largely from the 
New Testament and early Christian traditions. Mark the Evangelist is believed to be the 'John Mark' referred 
to in the Acts of the Apostles, the history of the early Church found in the Canon of the New Testament. 
He was the son of Mary of Jerusalem (Acts 12:12) whose home became a meeting place for the apostles. 
He is also the cousin of St. Barnabas (Colossians 4:10), a Levite and a Cypriot. 
 
 Mark joined St. Paul and St. Barnabas on their first missionary journey to Antioch in 44 A.D. When 
the group reached Cyprus, Christian tradition holds that Mark left them and returned to Jerusalem, possibly 
because he was missing his home (Acts 13:13). This incident may have caused Paul to question whether 
Mark could be a reliable missionary. This created a disagreement between Paul and Barnabas and led Paul 
to refuse Mark's accompaniment on their second journey to the churches of Cilicia and the rest of Asia    
Minor. 
 However, it can be assumed the troubles between Paul and Mark did not last long, because when 
Paul was first imprisoned, Mark, who was at the time in Rome with plans of visiting Asia Minor, visited him 
as one of his trusted companions (Col 4:10). 
 
 Mark's hopes to visit Asia Minor were most likely carried out, because during Paul's second captivity 
and just before his martyrdom, Paul wrote to Timothy at Ephesus advising him to "take Mark and bring him 
with you [to Rome], for he is profitable to me for the ministry" (2 Timothy 4:11). If Mark returned to Rome 
at this time, he was probably there when Paul was martyred. 
 
 According to Christian tradition, Mark also held a close relationship with St. Peter, who referred to 
Mark as 'his son' in his letter addressed to a number of churches in Asia Minor (1 Peter 5:13). Clement of 
Alexandria, Irenaeus and Papias all indicate that Mark was an interpreter for Peter. 
  
 Although Papias states Mark had not personally heard the Lord speak firsthand and, like Luke, Mark 
was not one of the twelve apostles, some believe Mark was likely speaking of himself when he wrote the 
description of Jesus' arrest in Gethsemani. "Now a young man followed him wearing nothing but a linen 
cloth about his body. They seized him, but he left the cloth behind and ran off naked" (Mark 14:51-52). 
 
 St. Mark lived for years in Alexandria, where he died as a martyr while being dragged through the 
streets.
