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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
Today, as we await Pentecost, we come to the end of the baptismal homily 

from Peter that we have heard over the past few weeks. This homily was written by a 
realist who knew the joy and the glory of a Resurrection faith, but also knew that the 
strength of that faith would be put to the test and tried in suffering. 

Earlier this year we heard Jesus preach, “Blessed are you when they insult 
you . . . because of me” (Matthew 5:11) and this is echoed today by Peter. These 
words are also formed in the image of Christ who prays to the Father in heaven today, a 
prayer that is placed in John’s Gospel right before Jesus endures his suffering and death. 
Our awaiting the Spirit, awaiting our mission for Christ means that we are, most likely, 
awaiting some sort of trial and suffering. We don’t endure the same degree of          
persecution that Peter and John knew, but each of us has our faith put to the test    
eventually. And it is for this reason that we, like Jesus and like those faithful followers 
gathered in the upper room, devote ourselves to prayer. 
  Has this past two months been a test of our faith? Do we wonder why this is 
happening? Both Fr. Quang and Fr. Arturo, like the disciples, are making sure we have 
what is needed for us to hold on to our faith and to be sure we are praying.  Fr. Arturo 
has been livestreaming the rosary on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays at 7:00pm. 
Confessions are still on Tuesdays from 6:00-7:00pm and Saturdays from 3:30-4:30pm. 
All Masses are being livestreamed every day at 8:00AM to keep us in spiritual           
communion and the Sunday Masses are live-streamed. We are very blessed here at IHM 
and need to support our Church as much as we are able to do. And we need to continue 
to pray for our priests.

Queridas familias del Inmaculado Corazón de María, 
  Hoy, mientras esperamos Pentecostés, llegamos al final de la homilía bautismal 
de Pedro que hemos estado escuchando en las últimas semanas. Esta homilía fue escrita 
por un realista que conoció el gozo y la gloria de una fe de resurección, pero que 
también supo que el temple de esa fe sería probado en el sufrimiento. 

 Varios domingos atrás oímos a Jesús predicar: “Dichosos cuando los      
injurien,. . . por causa mía” (Mateo 5:11) y eso encuentra eco hoy en Pedro. Estas 
palabras se forman en la imagen de Cristo que reza al Padre del Cielo hoy, una oración 
colocada en el Evangelio de Juan justo antes de que Jesús pasara por su sufrimiento y 
muerte. Esperar al Espíritu, esperar nuestra misión por Cristo significa que,             
probablemente, aguardamos algún tipo de prueba y sufrimiento. No soportamos el   
mismo grado de persecución que Pedro y Juan pasaron, pero la fe de cada uno de    
nosotros eventualmente será probada. Y es por esta razón que nosotros, al igual que 
Jesús y aquellos fieles discípulos que se reunieron en la habitación superior, nos       
dedicamos a la oración. 
             ¿Han sido estos dos meses una prueba de nuestra fe? ¿Nos preguntamos por 
qué está sucediendo esto? Tanto el Padre Quang como el Padre Arturo, como los 
discípulos, se aseguran de que tengamos lo necesario para mantener nuestra fe y estar 
seguros de que estamos rezando. El P. Arturo ha estado rezando en vivo el rosario los 
lunes, miércoles y viernes a las 7:00pm. Las confesiones siguen siendo los martes de

                          Lectura                  
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Primera Lectura       Hch 1, 12-14  
 
Después de la ascensión de Jesús a los cielos, los apóstoles regresaron a Jerusalén desde el monte de los 
Olivos, que dista de la ciudad lo que se permite caminar en sábado. Cuando llegaron a la ciudad, subieron al 
piso alto de la casa donde se alojaban, Pedro y Juan, Santiago y Andrés, Felipe y Tomás, Bartolomé y 
Mateo, Santiago (el hijo de Alfeo), Simón el cananeo y Judas, el hijo de Santiago. Todos ellos perseveraban 
unánimes en la oración, junto con María, la madre de Jesús, con los parientes de Jesús y algunas mujeres. 

 Segunda Lectura           1 Ped 4, 13-16 
 
Queridos hermanos: Alégrense de compartir ahora los padecimientos de Cristo, para que, cuando se      
manifieste su gloria, el júbilo de ustedes sea desbordante. Si los injurian por el nombre de Cristo, ténganse 
por dichosos, porque la fuerza y la gloria del Espíritu de Dios descansa sobre ustedes. Pero que ninguno de 
ustedes tenga que sufrir por criminal, ladrón, malhechor, o simplemente por entrometido. En cambio, si  
sufre por ser cristiano, que le dé gracias a Dios por llevar ese nombre. 

Evangelio          Jn 17, 1-11 
 
En aquel tiempo, Jesús levantó los ojos al cielo y dijo: “Padre, ha llegado la hora. Glorifica a tu Hijo, para 
que tu Hijo también te glorifique, y por el poder que le diste sobre toda la humanidad, dé la vida eterna a 
cuantos le has confiado. La vida eterna consiste en que te conozcan a ti, único Dios verdadero, y a       
Jesucristo, a quien tú has enviado. Yo te he glorificado sobre la tierra, llevando a cabo la obra que me     
encomendaste. Ahora, Padre, glorifícame en ti con la gloria que tenía, antes de que el mundo existiera. He 
manifestado tu nombre a los hombres que tú tomaste del mundo y me diste. Eran tuyos y tú me los diste. 
Ellos han cumplido tu palabra y ahora conocen que todo lo que me has dado viene de ti, porque yo les he 
comunicado las palabras que tú me diste; ellos las han recibido y ahora reconocen que yo salí de ti y creen 
que tú me has enviado. Te pido por ellos; no te pido por el mundo, sino por éstos, que tú me diste, porque 
son tuyos. Todo lo mío es tuyo y todo lo tuyo es mío. Yo he sido glorificado en ellos. Ya no estaré más en el 
mundo, pues voy a ti; pero ellos se quedan en el mundo’’.

Reading 1  -  Acts 1:12-14 
 
When Jesus had been taken up to heaven the apostles returned to Jerusalem from the mount called 
Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a sabbath day’s journey away. When they entered the city they went to 
the upper room where they were staying, Peter and John and James and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bar-
tholomew and Matthew, James son of Alphaeus, Simon the Zealot, and Judas son of James. All these de-
voted    themselves with one accord to prayer, together with some women, and Mary the mother of Jesus, 
and his brothers.

“God mounts his throne, to shouts of joy, O sing your praises to the Lord” 

 
Reading 2 - 1 PT 4:13-16 
 
Beloved: 
Rejoice to the extent that you share in the sufferings of Christ, so that when his glory is revealed you may 
also rejoice exultantly. If you are insulted for the name of Christ, blessed are you, for the Spirit of glory 
and of God rests upon you. But let no one among you be made to suffer as a murderer, a thief, an       
evildoer, or as an intriguer. But whoever is made to suffer as a Christian should not be ashamed but glorify 
God because of the name. 
 
Gospel   JN 17:1-11A 
 
Jesus raised his eyes to heaven and said, “Father, the hour has come. Give glory to your son, so that your 
son may glorify you, just as you gave him authority over all people, so that your son may give eternal life 
to all you gave him. Now this is eternal life, that they should know you, the only true God, and the one 
whom you sent, Jesus Christ. I glorified you on earth by accomplishing the work that you gave me to do. 
Now glorify me, Father, with you, with the glory that I had with you before the world began. 
 
 
Nicene Creed 
 
I believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible and invisible. I 
believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God, born of the Father before all ages. God 
from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial with the Father; 
through him all things were made. For us men and for our salvation he came down from heaven, and by 
the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our sake he was crucified 
under Pontius  Pilate, he suffered death and was buried, and rose again on the third day in accordance 
with the Scriptures. He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come 
again  in glory to judge the living and the dead and his kingdom will have no end. I believe in the Holy 
Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the 
Son is adored and glorified, who has spoken through the Prophets. I believe in one, holy, catholic and         
apostolic Church. I confess one baptism for the forgiveness of sins and look for the resurrection of the 
dead and the life of the world to come. Amen.   
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 La elevación de Cristo al cielo por su propio poder en presencia de sus discípulos sucedió cuarenta 
días después de su Resurrección. Se narra en Marcos 16:19, Lucas 24:51, y en el primer capítulo de los 
Hechos de los Apóstoles. 
 

 Aunque el lugar de la Ascensión no está claramente indicado, parece que en los Hechos de los 
Apóstoles es el Monte de los Olivos. Ya que después de la Ascensión se describe que los discípulos        
regresaron a Jerusalén desde el monte que se llama Olivet, que está cerca de Jerusalén, en un viaje de un 
día de sábado. La tradición ha consagrado este sitio como el Monte de la Ascensión y la piedad cristiana ha 
conmemorado el evento erigiendo sobre el sitio una basílica. Santa Elena construyó el primer monumento, 
que fue destruido por los Persas en año 614, reconstruido en el siglo VIII, para ser destruido de nuevo, 
pero reconstruido por segunda vez por los cruzados. LosMmusulmanes también lo destruyeron, dejando 
sólo la estructura octagonal que encierra la piedra que se dice que lleva la huella de los pies de Cristo, que 
ahora se utiliza como oratorio. 
 

 No sólo se relata el hecho de la Ascensión en los pasajes de la Escritura citados anteriormente, sino 
que también se predice y se habla de ella en otros lugares como un hecho establecido. Así, en Juan 6:63, 
Cristo pregunta a los judíos: "Si, pues, vereis al Hijo del Hombre subir adonde estaba antes?" y 
20:17, dice a María Magdalena: "No me toquéis, porque aún no he subido a mi Padre, sino id a 
mis hermanos y decidles: Subo a mi Padre y a vuestro Padre, a mi Dios y a vuestro Dios". De 
nuevo, en Efesios 4:8-10, y en Timoteo 3:16, se habla de la Ascensión de Cristo como un hecho aceptado. 
 

 El lenguaje usado por los Evangelistas para describir la Ascensión debe ser interpretado según el 
uso. Decir que Él fue tomado o que ascendió, no implica necesariamente que ubiquen el cielo directamente 
sobre la tierra; no más que las palabras "sentado a la derecha de Dios" significan que esta es Su postura 
real. Al desaparecer de su vista, "Se levantó y una nube lo recibió fuera de su vista" (Hechos 1:9), y      
entrando en la gloria, Él habita con el Padre en el honor y el poder que denota la frase de la Escritura. 
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 The elevation of Christ into heaven by His own power in presence of His disciples the fortieth day 
after His Resurrection. It is narrated in Mark 16:19, Luke 24:51, and in the first chapter of the Acts of the    
Apostles. 

 Although the place of the Ascension is not distinctly stated, it would appear from the Acts that it 
was Mount Olivet. Since after the Ascension the disciples are described as returning to Jerusalem from the 
mount that is cal led Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, within a Sabbath 
day's  journey. Tradition has consecrated this site as the Mount of Ascension and Christian piety has       
memorialized the event by erecting over the site a basilica. St. Helena built the first memorial, which was 
destroyed by the Persians in 614, rebuilt in the eighth century, to be destroyed again, but rebuilt a second 
time by the crusaders. This the Moslems also destroyed, leaving only the octagonal structure which         
encloses the stone said to bear the imprint of the feet of Christ, that is now used as an oratory. 

 Not only is the fact of the Ascension related in the passages of Scripture cited above, but it is also         
elsewhere predicted and spoken of as an established fact. Thus, in John 6:63, Christ asks the Jews: "If 
then you shall see the son of Man ascend up where He was before?" and 20:17, He says 
to Mary Magdalen: "Do not touch Me, for I am not yet ascended to My Father, but go to 
My brethren, and say to them: I ascend to My Father and to your Father, to My God and to 
your God." Again, in Ephesians 4:8-10, and in Timothy 3:16, the Ascension of Christ is spoken of as an 
accepted fact. 

 The language used by the Evangelists to describe the Ascension must be interpreted according to 
usage. To say that He was taken up or that He ascended, does not necessarily imply that they             
locate heaven directly above the earth; no more than the words "sitteth on the right hand of God" mean 
that this is His actual posture. In disappearing from their view "He was raised up and a cloud received Him 
out of their sight" (Acts 1:9), and entering into glory He dwells with the Father in the honour and power 
denoted by the scripture phrase.
