Is Your Teen Ready for Confirmation?

We hope so and would be excited to journey with your teens. To find out if they are ready here are a few
questions.
- Are your teens open and seeking a deeper relationship with Christ?
- Are your students ready to commit to attending weekly classes for two years and two retreats in the two
year period?
- Will your teen be at least 16 years old in the calendar year that they will be confirmed?
- Is your teen willing and open to participating in class discussions and weekly Sunday Mass?
- Are you, as parents willing to attend the required parent meetings and gatherings?
- Is your family registered as a parishioner at IHM?

Our online Confirmation registration opened June 1st at ihmbrentwood.com. Simply follow the link to Confirmation
Registration and when the form is completed, payments can be made through the faith direct link. (You will need
your parish registration number - don’t have it? You can call the office for that  number). If you are not registered,
please come the office to complete the registration form.

Please note for students registering in year one, a copy of their Baptismal certificate is required before registration
can be finalized.
