Today’s first reading may feel like a foreign
experience to most of us. God calls Samuel in is dreams. Three times, the Lord
calls the sleeping Samuel to the point of waking him up. Only after the wise
elder Eli helps interpret the happenings does Samuel understand and respond
to God’s call: “Speak, Lord, for your servant is listening.

Jesus is perhaps more direct with his calling of the disciples than God
was with Samuel. According to John’s account, John named his disciples see
the Lamb of God walking by and follow him. Jesus prompts the curious
followers: “Come, and you will see.” He calls the disciples into an experience of
encounter. It is by entering into the experience that the followers come to
realize their call to be disciples of Christ Jesus, the Son of God. We too can
discern our callings by being open to new and unexpected encounters.

By now all faith formation classes are back and the second half of the
school year is underway. The excitement of Christmas and the New Year has
disappeared, and we go back to a normal way. But we should keep the
excitement of Christmas. It is a time of great joy knowing that Christ was born,
and we will all be saved. We must do our part in the salvation history by loving
our neighbor and placing God before everything materially on earth. Sometimes
we forget this and get caught up in our lives. Take time, slow down and
remember without Christ’s birth, and death the promise of heaven would not
be possible.

1Sm 3:3b-10, 19 | 1 Cor 6:13¢c-15a,17-20 | Jn 1:35-42

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | pRrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

When Samuel hears the Lord speak in today’s first reading, he mistakes
it as Eli calling out to him in the temple. The third time Samuel asks

if he called, Eli is wise enough to realize what is going on and guides
Samuel: “Go to sleep, and if you are called, reply, Speak, Lord, for your
servant is listening.” Samuel required guidance because he “was not
familiar with the Lord, because the Lord had not revealed anything

to him as yet.” In a similar way does the Apostle Andrew come to the
Lord. In today’s Gospel, Andrew didn’t know who Jesus was until John
the Baptist told him: “Behold, the Lamb of God.” Andrew then began
to follow Jesus, and to bring others to him. There may be times when
we, like both of these men, need someone else to help us hear the call
of the Lord clearly, or see his presence among us. Those who serve the
Lord in this way are a great gift to us, and enable us to be that gift for
others. Pray for the grace to hear what we need to hear, to see what we
need to see, and to say to others, “come, we have found the Messiah.”

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Despite our best efforts, the time and attention we give to our lives
of faith can ebb and flow. Sometimes we can feel so connected
with God that we sense his presence everywhere. But there may
also be times when God feels distant and we struggle to hear his
voice. Notice in today’s readings how Samuel “was not familiar with
the Lord” but was sleeping in the temple, close to the ark; notice
how Andrew was hanging around John the Baptist and immediate-
ly followed Christ when told who he was. We can see that, already
before “knowing,” is a “desire to know.” The Lord created us, formed
us into being, and calls us to a relationship with him. We are drawn
to him even before we can see or know what he has revealed to us.
He is our source, and our ultimate end. We seek eternal life with
Christ and a path of holiness to help us on our way. The stories of
Samuel and the disciple Andrew impress upon us that God is always
near and calling to us - we simply must give him the opportunity to
speak, sometimes when we least expect it.

INVITATION We are all called to a life of holiness. But it’s not al-
ways easy to grow in holiness and strengthen one’s relationship with
God on our own. Consider reaching out to your parish and asking
about spiritual direction - a spiritual director will help you fine tur-8
your ears to be more attentive to the Lord’s voice.
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# SAINT SZRASTIAN

St. Sebastian — January 20

St. Sebastian’s parents were from Milan, Italy, but Sebastian was born in
Gaul in 255 AD. His family were Christians. He did not aspire to military life or
service, but when he was 28, he joined the Roman army. He did so because he
believed he could assist the confessors and martyrs in their sufferings without
suspicion. Being a Christian in the Roman Empire at this time was not legal.

He convinced twin brothers deacons Marcus and Marcellianus not to renounce
their faith as their families pressured them. The parents and others were at the prison, and hearing St.
Sebastian speak, they were converted to Christ there along with the jailer and sixteen other prisoners who
listened to his passioned appeal to the brothers.

St. Sebastian was eventually discovered to be a Christian by Emperor Diocletian, who ordered him to
be tied to a stake and killed by archers. He survived this and was nursed to health by a woman who came to
bury his body. Instead of fleeing Rome, he went and confronted the emperor about his persecution of
Christians. Surprised at seeing him alive, Diocletian ordered him to be beaten to death. He died in 288 AD.

St. Sebastian is an example of a Christian who found a way to evangelize and serve Christ in a
culture hostile to Christianity. His example is relevant to us today.

Please continue to pray for vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, religious life, and Holy Matrimony.
St. Sebastian, pray for us! Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us!

San Sebastian - 20 de enero

Los padres de San Sebastian eran de Milan (Italia), pero Sebastian nacid en la Galia en el afio 255
d.C.. Su familia era cristiana. No aspiraba a la vida militar ni al servicio, pero a los 28 afios se alistd en el
ejército romano. Lo hizo porque creia que podia ayudar a los confesores y martires en sus sufrimientos sin
levantar sospechas. En aquella época, ser cristiano en el Imperio Romano no era legal.

Convencid a sus hermanos gemelos didconos Marco y Marcelo para que no renunciaran a su fe, ya
que sus familias les presionaban. Los padres y otras personas se encontraban en la prisién y, al oir hablar a
San Sebastian, se convirtieron a Cristo alli mismo junto con el carcelero y otros dieciséis presos que
escucharon su apasionado llamamiento a los hermanos.

San Sebastian fue descubierto cristiano por el emperador Diocleciano, que ordend que lo ataran a
una estaca y lo mataran unos arqueros. Sobrevivid y fue curado por una mujer que fue a enterrar su cuerpo.
En lugar de huir de Roma, se enfrentd al emperador por su persecucion de los cristianos. Sorprendido al
verlo vivo, Diocleciano ordend que lo mataran a golpes. Muri6 en el 288 d.C.

San Sebastian es un ejemplo de cristiano que encontr6 la manera de evangelizar y servir a Cristo en
una cultura hostil al cristianismo. Su ejemplo es relevante para nosotros hoy.
