The scene that plays out in today’s gospel is likely familiar to many
of us. We are gathered for an important occasion—a church service, a
keynote speaker, a business meeting—when suddenly someone begins to
shout. Heads turn in horror. People begin to murmur: What's wrong with
this person? Some may feel afraid or angry over the disruption. As
Christians, how are we to respond in such a scenario?

Jesus models the way. Early in his public ministry, Jesus is teaching
in the synagogue when a man with an unclean spirit cries out. Presumably
the authorities would have tried to remove the man as quickly as possible.
But Jesus recognizes the troubled man’s humanity. He does not send the
man away. Rather, Jesus exorcises the demon out of the man’s body. He
moves to help. We too are called not to judge those who cry out but to
address their needs with compassion.

How often do we ignore those in need? Do we recognize the
Christ in everyone? We are all God’s children. Our St. Vincent de Paul
Society here at IHM are great examples for us. They provide for so many.
They help families with food, and some financial assistance. And they are
always looking for more help. And our gardeners work hard to provide as
much vegetables as they can grow and do a great job of growing.

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | praY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

Oh, to not be anxious! What would that be like - to not have to worry
about how we'll pay the bills or whether our kids are safe or if our health
will fail? While anxiety is a very human emotion, we can take comfort in
knowing that our God is more powerful than anything that may worry us.
It is also important to note that in today’'s reading from St. Paul’s Letter
to the Corinthians, what he means by “anxious” is not a modern psy-
chological concept with only a negative connotation. The connotation

is more “to be concerned with,” or “caring about” something, and can
refer to things that are very good - including spouses and families! But
when we care for many things, including our relationship with God, it is
only natural for us to be anxious at times. But Jesus Christ gives us the
assurance that the troubles of this world are temporary, and the peace of
God eternal. Paul is encouraging the Corinthians, and us, to understand
the importance of an undivided devotion to God, to care for him above
all things - no matter if we are married or single - so that our whole life is
devoted to holiness.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

| am always thankful when something good that has been anticipated,
or predicted, comes to pass: The sunshine and mild weather holds true
for that outdoor event | hosted; or the generous gift that a longtime
friend mailed arrives unscathed. There is some anxiety in the waiting
for, but relief in the fulfillment of, these beneficent promises. And while
these are somewhat superficial examples, they do point us in the same
direction of hope and gratitude that the divine gifts of God elicit in us.
in today’s first reading, Moses promises the people that the Lord will
raise up for them, from among their own kin, a prophet who will speak
God's own words and to whom the people will listen. And the Lord did
provide numerous prophets, and kings, and judges, and eventually his
only begotten Son, to call his people back to himself, and to save them
from the wages of sin and death. The hope and anticipation God’s cho-
sen people had was fulfilled in Jesus' life, death and resurrection. We
share in that gift of hope and of gratitude for our salvation.

W Today's psalm (ps 95:1-2, 6-7, 7-9) is a beautiful prayer of thanks-
giving and encouragement. It helps us steer our minds from those
things which may make us anxious. Spend time in the morning or eve-
ning each day of the coming week, praying and reflecting on the words.
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St Ignatius of Antioch -February 1

St. Ignatius of Antioch is one of the Apostolic Fathers of the Church. While serving as Bishop of
Antioch, he was arrested and led on a long journey to Rome to die a martyr’s death in the Colosseum. On
this long journey, St. Ignatius wrote seven epistles amid numerous stops. Six of them went to Churches, and
one to his friend and mentor, St. Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna. Much of what is known about St. Ignatius
comes from the letters and the Christian historian and Bishop of Caesarea, Eusebius.

St. Ignatius was along with St. Polycarp, a disciple of St. John. St. Peter himself is believed to have
appointed St. Ignatius as Bishop of Antioch. While serving as Bishop, the Roman Emperor Trajan decreed
that Christians should join their pagan neighbors in the worship of the Roman gods under the penalty of
death. St. Ignatius zealously refused, and his efforts were soon discovered; he was arrested and led before
the emperor, who was in Antioch. Well-spoken and eloquent, St. Ignatius told the emperor that the gods the
Romans venerate are demons, and there is but one God. Incensed, the emperor ordered him bound in
chains and taken to Rome to be publicly devoured by wild beasts.

His letters bear out his pastoral love and desire for the spiritual well-being of the Christian
communities, who were threatened by the Romans and rampant early heresies, especially Docetism. He
urged them to obey their bishops and reinforced Catholic doctrine. He also begged the Romans not to
interfere with his impending martyrdom.

Please continue to pray for vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, religious life, and Holy Matrimony.

San Ignacio de Antioquia - 1 de febrero

San Ignacio de Antioquia es uno de los Padres Apostdlicos de la Iglesia. Siendo obispo de Antioquia,
fue arrestado y conducido en un largo viaje a Roma para morir martir en el Coliseo. En este largo viaje, San
Ignacio escribid siete epistolas en medio de numerosas paradas. Seis de ellas iban dirigidas a las Iglesias, y
una a su amigo y mentor, San Policarpo, obispo de Esmirna. Gran parte de lo que se sabe de San Ignacio
procede de las cartas y del historiador cristiano y obispo de Cesarea, Eusebio.

San Ignacio fue, junto con San Policarpo, discipulo de San Juan. Se cree que el mismo San Pedro
nombroé a San Ignacio obispo de Antioquia. Mientras ejercia como obispo, el emperador romano Trajano
decreto que los cristianos debian unirse a sus vecinos paganos en el culto a los dioses romanos bajo pena de
muerte. San Ignacio se negd celosamente, y sus esfuerzos pronto fueron descubiertos; fue arrestado y
conducido ante el emperador, que se encontraba en Antioquia. Bien hablado y elocuente, San Ignacio dijo al
emperador que los dioses que veneraban los romanos eran demonios y que solo habia un Dios. Indignado,
el emperador ordend que le ataran con cadenas y le llevaran a Roma para ser devorado publicamente por
las fieras.

Sus cartas demuestran su amor pastoral y su deseo de bienestar espiritual para las comunidades
cristianas, amenazadas por los romanos y las primeras herejias, especialmente el docetismo. Les instd a
obedecer a sus obispos y reforzd la doctrina catdlica. También rogd a los romanos que no interfirieran en su
inminente martirio.

Por favor, seguid rezando por las vocaciones al sacerdocio, al diaconado, a la vida religiosa y al
Santo Matrimonio. San Ignacio, ruega por nosotros. Inmaculado Corazén de Maria, ruega por nosotros.
