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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

The prophet Job speaks with brutal yet refreshing honesty in today’s first
reading, Job struggles to find purpose in the drudgery of everyday life he
bemoans how days and nights seem to go by with the mechanical moment of a
weaver's shuttle until the thread runs out and death comes knocking. Do his
laments sound familiar? Surely all of us have reasons to lament in our lives as
individuals or as members of communities facing hardship. No human being is
exempt from experiencing the spectrum of emotions, including anger, frustration,
boredom, and other difficult emotions.

Jesus responds to prayers of lamentation, although not always in ways we
hope. Today’s gospel can be difficult to digest for people who prayed for healing,
for themselves or for a loved one, and did not experience a cure like Simon’s
mother-in-law. Why did I or my loved one have to suffer? Why didn’t Jesus answer
our prayers for a complete cure? These are the sorts of difficult, honest questions
Jesus wants us to bring to him. God'’s way deeply mysterious. Jesus is not Santa or
a fairy godmother. He does not make all our wishes come true exactly as we
imagine. Rather, Jesus remains close to us in our times of need. He listens to the
longing of our hearts and promises healing will come in time.

February has many activities happening. Be sure to check the bulletin and
our website. Most important is on February 14, Ash Wednesday, we have the
beginning of Lent. This is a good time for increasing our time in Adoration, morning
Mass, and quiet prayerful time.

Why me? It could be a flat tire, a lost job or a serious illness. When inconve-
nient, unpleasant or even downright horrible things happen, it is understand-
able to wonder why God allows it. | know that is what goes through my head
in extreme adversity. God can do all things, so why wouldn’t he change “this
thing” for me? In the Gospel, we see Jesus curing Simon Peter’s mother-in-
law of her illness, but many of us don’t have our prayers answered like that.
Instead, we may relate more to Job in today’s first reading when he says life is
a “drudgery” and he “shall not see happiness again.” The reality is that God's
ways are not our ways, so we can't know why some people endure hardship
while others receive miracles. But we can change how we respond to those
hardships when they arrive. Just as this passage from Job is understood better
within the context of the whole book, discrete events in our lives are part of
something larger than ourselves. Praying with Scripture, including reading
more of Job, can help us understand how God is molding, refining, and yes -
always loving us.

- EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

When we are tempted to feel like Job is a good time to embrace the age-
old practice of “offering it [suffering] up.” As a child, my parents explained
that offering it up meant | was telling God | would happily suffer in ex-
change for it helping someone else. What does this really mean? Everything
stems from our being united to Christ in our baptism and being participants
in his priestly, prophetic and royal office. We offer ourselves, our whole
being, including our worship, praise, joy, gratitude, bodies and even suffer-
ings to God as sacrifice. So, to “offer it [suffering] up” is a powerful way of
taking a bad situation and allowing it to be used for something good; to
give our inconvenience, pain and grief to the Lord and ask him to unite it

to Christ’s suffering for the good of others. It is a redemptive act, a form of
love-in-action. St. Paul is a great example of someone who suffered glad-
ly, and in today's second reading he shares that “to the weak [he] became
weak, to win over the weak.”

Offering up our sufferings and difficulties is a way to participate in
the redemptive work of Christ. It is a simple way to pray and can keep our fo-
cus on God throughout the day. There isn’'t any one specific prayer for doing
this. Instead, when something unpleasant or painful happens, take a moment
to acknowledge it and give it to the Lord. It can be as simple as saying, “Lord,
| am happy to endure this for the benefit of others.” You may want to insert
a specific intention or offer it for the souls in purgatory. It's not always easy -
especially when your suffering is great - but give it a try this week. 8




St. Josephine Bakhita — February 8

This week, on February 8", the Church celebrates St. Josephine Bakhita. She was known among her Canossian
Sisters as the ‘smiling sister,” which is remarkable considering the tremendous sufferings she endured early in her life.

Bakhita was born in 1869 in Darfur, Sudan. One day, when she was 7 or 8 years old, she and a friend were
walking in a field to pick fresh herbs when armed Arab slave traders kidnapped her. She was forced to walk to
El-Obeid barefoot, about 600 miles, where she was sold in a slave market. She was bought and sold several times.
Bakhita was the name given to her by the slavers; it means lucky or fortunate. She forgot her given name due to the
trauma of these experiences.

In 1882, she was sold to an Italian vice consul who neither beat nor punished her. When he returned to Italy,
Bakhita pleaded to go with him. He agreed and left Sudan with her and another Italian friend, Augusto Michieli. In
Italy, Bakhita was given to Augusto’s wife, Maria, as a nanny to their daughter, Alice.

The Michielis had business back in Sudan and needed to return there for a while. They left Alice and Bakhita in
the care of the Canossian Sisters in Venice. Here, Bakhita was loved and treated with dignity by the sisters. They
instructed her and introduced her to God. The Michielis returned to Italy to settle their affairs as they planned to
relocate permanently to Sudan. Bakhita refused to go, knowing she would be prevented in Sudan from practicing her
new Catholic faith. The Michielis were furious and sought legal help from the Italian courts to force her to go with
them. The Italian court ruled in 1889 that since slavery was illegal in Sudan (then a British Colony) before Bakhita’s
birth, and Italian law never recognized slavery as legal, Bakhita was never legally enslaved, and therefore, she was
free.

In 1883, she entered the novitiate of the Canossian Sisters. In 1886, she took her vows, taking the name
Josephine. In 1902, she was assigned to the convent in Schio, Italy, where she remained for the rest of her life. The
community around the convent loved her for her gentleness, warm smile, and calming voice. She died on February 8,
1947.

Please continue to pray for vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, religious life, and Holy Matrimony. St.

Santa Josefina Bakhita - 8 de febrero

Esta semana, el 8 de febrero, la Iglesia celebra a Santa Josefina Bakhita. Era conocida entre sus Hermanas
Canosianas como la "hermana sonriente", lo cual es notable teniendo en cuenta los tremendos sufrimientos que
padecio al principio de su vida.

Bakhita nacié en 1869 en Darfur, Sudan. Un dia, cuando tenia 7 u 8 afios, ella y una amiga caminaban por un
campo para recoger hierbas frescas cuando unos traficantes de esclavos arabes armados la secuestraron. La obligaron
a caminar descalza hasta El-Obeid, unos 600 millas, donde la vendieron en un mercado de esclavos. Fue comprada y
vendida varias veces. Los esclavistas la llamaron Bakhita, que significa afortunada. Olvido su nombre de pila debido al
trauma de estas experiencias.

En 1882, fue vendida a un vicecdnsul italiano que ni la golped ni la castigd. Cuando regres6 a Italia, Bakhita le
suplicd que se fuera con él. El accedid y se marché de Sudan con ella y otro amigo italiano, Augusto Michieli. En Italia,
Bakhita fue entregada a la esposa de Augusto, Maria, como nifiera de su hija, Alice.

Los Michielis tenian negocios en Sudan y necesitaban volver alli por un tiempo. Dejaron a Alice y a Bakhita al
cuidado de las Hermanas Canosianas de Venecia. Alli, Bakhita fue amada y tratada con dignidad por las hermanas. La
instruyeron y la introdujeron a Dios. Los Michielis regresaron a Italia para arreglar sus asuntos, ya que planeaban
trasladarse definitivamente a Sudan. Bakhita se nego a ir, sabiendo que en Sudan le impedirian practicar su nueva fe
catolica. Los Michielis se enfurecieron y buscaron ayuda legal en los tribunales italianos para obligarla a ir con ellos. El
tribunal italiano declar6 en 1889 que, dado que la esclavitud era ilegal en Sudan (entonces colonia britanica) antes del
nacimiento de Bakhita, y que la ley italiana nunca reconocio la esclavitud como legal, Bakhita nunca fue esclavizada
legalmente y, por tanto, era libre.

En 1883, ingresa en el noviciado de las Hermanas Canosianas. En 1886 hizo los votos y tomo el nombre de
Josefina. En 1902 fue destinada al convento de Schio (Italia), donde permanecio el resto de su vida. La comunidad del
convento la amaba por su dulzura, su calida sonrisa y su voz tranquilizadora. Murid el 8 de febrero de 1947.

Les rogamos que sigan rezando por las vocaciones al sacerdocio, al diaconado, a la vida religiosa y al Santo
