We hear today of God’s unrelenting pursuit of us. Our readings tell
stories of God's intense desire to share the divine life with us. From Exodus,
we see how God shows endless persistence and compassion, even to those
who grumble against God, or seem to have forgotten God. From the Gospel
of John, we hear of how Jesus, in his extended conversation with the
Samaritan woman, gives her dignity, names uncomfortable truths, and
gradually leads her into a new path of faith.

We can have confidence that as we bring our own confusions, fears,
and failings to God, we may receive God’s mercy and forgiveness. God
always persists and continually finds new ways to invite people into unity
with God. As Paul describes in Romans, in the cross we see how God will go
to any length to demonstrate the depth and breadth of divine love.

During Lent we should concentrate on how much love God has for
us and that we need to return that love both to God and to neighbor.
Remember Lent is not only a time for giving up and making sacrifices, it is
also a very good time to begin doing things for others and when we do this,
we are doing things for God. This Tuesday, March 14, we will have an
English Reflection evening with Fr. Quang at 7:00pm in the Church. On
Saturday, March 18 at the 8:00am Mass we will have the Anointing of the
Sick. On Fridays, the Stations of the Cross, continue to be at 7:00pm.

Eucharist
Sacrifice — Part 2

Last week we looked at sacrifice in the Old Testament. It became a central part of how the Jews
worshipped God. The external sacrifice of the animal expressed the inner sacrifice of the offeror. The people
were not honoring God properly and were not being interiorly reformed. God had a plan, however.

In the early part of the Gospel of John, John the Baptist makes a rather startling comment to his
followers when he sees Jesus. John says, “Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world.”
The next day he sees Jesus again and says, “Behold the Lamb of God.” (Jn 1:29, Jn 1:36). We repeat this
statement of John at the end of the Eucharistic Prayer three times in Mass. Last week'’s look into the Old
Testament sacrifices of Israel shed light on the meaning of this title given to Jesus.

The blood of the lamb sacrificed for the Passover saved the Israelites from death in Egypt. The
prophet Isaiah speaks of a suffering servant led like a lamb to the slaughter as a sin offering. In Revelation,
John sees a wounded lamb victorious in heaven. The book of Revelation depicts Christ as a lamb 28 times!
The New Covenant from God is Jesus, the sacrificial Lamb of God. He shed His blood to take away our sins.
We can misunderstand this title of Jesus as meaning Jesus is gentle like a lamb, but John’s listeners would
have understood, right away, that a lamb is an animal used for sacrifice. Therefore, Jesus would ratify the
New Covenant as the sacrificial Lamb.

Jesus, by shedding His blood for us on the cross, has in his person become the “Once for all
sacrifice” (Heb 9:26). He is the fulfillment of all the temple sacrifices that took place. In the temple, there
were priests and altars. Priests are those who perform sacrifices, and altars are the place where the sacrifice
occurs. This is carried forward to us today. The sacrifice of the Mass occurs on the altar by a priest.

The language of the last supper is temple language that Jesus’ disciples would surely recognize. “This
is my body, which will be given up for you.” “The blood of the new and eternal covenant, which will be
poured out for you.” These words of Jesus bring present the covenantal and sacrificial theology of the Old
Testament. He is ushering in the New Covenant that the prophet Jerimiah spoke of. “See, days are coming-
oracle of the Lord-when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and the houses of Judah.” (Jer.
31:31)

At the last supper, Jesus said, “"Do this in memory of me.” This memory is not just in the psychological
sense of calling to mind some past event. Jesus is divine, and because of this, all his actions, especially the
sacrificial act by which he saved the world, participate in the eternity of God and can be made present at any
point in time. This is what happens at Mass. Jesus is not re-crucified at every Mass, but rather the events of
his crucifixion, death, and resurrection are made present to us. Christ, the priest, who made the ultimate
sacrifice for us, comes forth at Mass with His Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity to restore us. Jesus meant this
by saying, “Do this in memory of me.”

Being re-formed into communion with God in the fallen world is painful. If you have impediments that
prevent you from participating in the Eucharist, overcoming them can be a painful sacrifice. Still, Jesus loves
you enough not to want you to remain outside Him.

Eucaristia
Sacrificio - Parte 2

La semana pasada estudiamos el sacrificio en el Antiguo Testamento. Se convirtié en una
parte central de la forma en que los Judios adoraban a Dios. El sacrifiio externo del animal expresaba
el sacrificio interno del oferente. El pueblo estaba honrando a Dios adecuadamente
Y no se estaba reformando interiormente. Sin embargo, Dios tenia un plan.

En la primera parte del Evangelio de Juan, Juan el Bautista hace un comentario bastante
sorprendente a sus seguidores cuando ve a Jesus. Juan dice: "He aqui el Cordero
de Dios que quita los pecados del mundo". Al dia siguiente vuelve a ver a Jesus y dice: "He aqui el
Cordero de Dios". (Jn 1,29; Jn 1,36). Repetimos esta afirmacion de Juan
al final de la Plegaria Eucaristica tres veces en la Misa. La mirada de la semana pasada sobre los
sacrificios de Israel en el Antiguo Testamento arrojo luz sobre el significado de
este titulo dado a Jesus.

La sangre del cordero sacrificado para la Pascua salvd a los israelitas de la muerte en Egipto. El
profeta Isaias habla de un siervo sufriente llevado como un cordero al matadero
como ofrenda por el pecado. En el Apocalipsis, Juan ve un cordero herido victorioso en el cielo. El
libro del Apocalipsis describe a Cristo como un cordero i28 veces!
La Nueva Alianza de Dios es Jesus, el Cordero sacrificial de Dios.

El derramé Su sangre para quitar nuestros pecados. Podemos malinterpretar este titulo de
JesUs como que Jesus es manso como un cordero, pero los oyentes de Juan habrian entendido, de
inmediato, que un cordero es un animal utilizado para el sacrificio. Por lo tanto,
Jesus ratificaria la Nueva Alianza como el Cordero del sacrificio.
Jesus, al derramar su sangre por nosotros en la cruz, se ha convertido en su persona en el "sacrificio
Unico" (Heb 9:26). El es el cumplimiento de todos los sacrificios que tenian lugar en el templo.
En el templo habia sacerdotes y altares. Los sacerdotes son los que realizan los sacrificios, y los
altares son el lugar donde tiene lugar el sacrificio. Esto ha llegado hasta nuestros dias.
El sacrificio de la Misa se realiza en el altar por un sacerdote.

El lenguaje de la Ultima cena es el lenguaje del templo que los discipulos de Jesls seguramente
reconocerian. "Esto es mi cuerpo, que sera entregado por vosotros". "La sangre de la alianza nueva y
eterna, que sera derramada por vosotros". Estas palabras de Jesus actualizan la teologia de la alianza
y del sacrificio del Antiguo Testamento. El esta inaugurando la Nueva Alianza de la que habl§ el

profeta Jeremias. "Mira, vienen dias -oraculo del Sefior- en que haré una nueva alianza con la casa de
Israel y las casas de Juda". (Jer. 31:31)

En la dltima cena, Jesus dijo: "Haced esto en memoria mia". Este recuerdo no es sélo en el
sentido psicoldgico de evocar algun acontecimiento pasado. Jesus es divino y, por eso, todas sus
acciones, especialmente el acto sacrificial por el que salvé al mundo, participan de la eternidad de Dios
y pueden hacerse presentes en cualquier momento. Esto es lo que ocurre en la Misa. Jesus no vuelve
a ser crucificado en cada Misa, sino que se nos hacen presentes los acontecimientos de su crucifixion,
muerte y resurreccion. Cristo, el sacerdote, que hizo el ultimo sacrificio por nosotros, sale en la Misa
con su Cuerpo, Sangre, Alma y Divinidad para restaurarnos. Jesus quiso decir esto al decir: "Haced
esto en memoria mia".

Volverse a formar en comunién con Dios en el mundo caido es doloroso. Si tienes
impedimentos que te impiden participar en la Eucaristia, superarlos puede ser un sacrificio doloroso.
Aun asi, Jesus te ama lo suficiente como para no querer que te quedes fuera de El. 11
