    God says to Moses, “This is what you shall tell the Israelites: I 
AM sent me to you . . . The LORD, the God of your [ancestors], the 
God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, the God of Jacob” (Exodus 3:14, 
15).

Our St. Vincent de Paul Friday food 
pantry sees what fruit they bear every Friday when they provide for 
those in need and feed the hungry. Our Garden Ministry works all year 
long to provide healthy vegetables for those at SVDP. What is 
something we can do this Lent to provide for those in need both 
spiritually and physically?

Jubilee 2025 – Hope in the Cross 
 
 

 In a Jubilee year, the Holy Doors in the four Papal Basilicas in Rome are opened. In the 2016 Jubilee 
year of Mercy, Pope Francis authorized all bishops to designate Holy Doors in their Cathedrals. For the 
Jubilee 2025, the Holy See decreed that the only Holy Doors will be the ones in Rome.  
 In his January 10, 2025, letter, opening the Holy Year, Bishop Michael Barber, SJ, wrote, “Instead of 
a Holy Door, the emphasis will be on a Holy Cross. The Pope has directed each bishop to choose a Cross 
with special significance to be the focus of attention.” Bishop Barber has designated the Foundation Cross 
from St. Joseph’s Old Mission San Jose as our diocese's Holy Cross. This cross was used by the Franciscan 
Friars in 1797 to establish Mission San Jose. The cross has been placed in a prominent place in the Cathedral 
of Christ the Light for the duration of the Jubilee year. The Cathedral is designated as a special place of 
pilgrimage to gain the Holy Year Indulgence. 

 Bishop Barber also writes, “The Cross of Christ is the means of our salvation. Hence, it is the ultimate 

sign of hope.” St. Paul’s letters bear this out. In 1 Corinthians 2:2, he writes, “For I decided to know nothing 

among you except Jesus Christ and him crucified.” In the Letter to the Galatians, the issue of Gentiles and 

circumcision is one of the issues Paul deals with. In his final admonition in Chapter 6, he writes, “For even 

those who receive circumcision do not themselves keep the law, but they desire to have you circumcised that 

they may glory in your flesh. But far be it from me to glory except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by 

which the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world.” (6:13-14) Paul reiterates that the cross, not 

circumcision (or anything else), is the means of our salvation.  

 Lent is the perfect opportunity to reflect on the Cross as the means of our salvation and the ultimate 

sign of hope!

                                                 Jubileo 2025 - Esperanza en la Cruz 
 
 
 En un año Jubilar, se abren las Puertas Santas en las cuatro Basílicas Papales de Roma. En el año 
Jubilar de la Misericordia 2016, el Papa Francisco autorizó a todos los obispos a designar Puertas Santas en 
sus Catedrales. Para el Jubileo 2025, la Santa Sede decretó que las únicas Puertas Santas serán las de Roma.  
 En su carta del 10 de enero de 2025, abriendo el Año Santo, el obispo Michael Barber, SJ, escribió: 
«En lugar de una Puerta Santa, el énfasis estará en una Santa Cruz». El Papa ha ordenado a cada obispo 
que elija una Cruz con un significado especial para que sea el centro de atención». El Obispo Barber ha 
designado la Cruz de la Fundación de la Antigua Misión de San José como la Santa Cruz de nuestra diócesis. 
Esta cruz fue utilizada por los frailes franciscanos en 1797 para establecer la Misión San José. La cruz ha sido 
colocada en un lugar prominente en la Catedral de Cristo Luz durante la duración del año Jubilar. La Catedral 
está designada como lugar especial de peregrinación para obtener la Indulgencia del Año Santo. 
     El obispo Barber escribe también: «La Cruz de Cristo es el medio de nuestra salvación. Por lo tanto, es el 
último signo de esperanza». Las cartas de San Pablo lo confirman. En 1 Corintios 2:2, escribe: «Porque me 
propuse no conocer entre vosotros cosa alguna sino a Jesucristo, y a éste crucificado.» En la Carta a los 
Gálatas, la cuestión de los gentiles y la circuncisión es uno de los temas que trata Pablo. En su amonestación 
final del capítulo 6, escribe: «Porque ni aun los que reciben la circuncisión guardan ellos mismos la ley, sino 
que quieren teneros circuncidados para gloriarse en vuestra carne. Pero lejos esté de mí gloriarme sino en 
la cruz de nuestro Señor Jesucristo, por quien el mundo me es crucificado a mí, y yo al mundo.» (6:13-
14) Pablo reitera que la cruz, y no la circuncisión (ni ninguna otra cosa), es el medio de nuestra salvación.  
     La Cuaresma es la ocasión perfecta para reflexionar sobre la Cruz como medio de salvación y signo 
supremo de esperanza.
