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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

Today, “Laetare Sunday,” breaks the somberness of Lent for a
little rejoicing, and the readings all summon us to an awareness of
reconciliation. One of the best-loved stories of our tradition is today’s
Gospel story of the runaway son and the prodigal father. Prodigal, of
course, is an adjective meaning “spendthrift or extravagant to a degree
bordering on recklessness,” and although the boy maxes out the credit
cards, it is really the father who is prodigal with forgiveness.

Part of the excitement of this Laetare Sunday is rooted in the
ancient catechumenate. Long ago, midway through Lent, the “elect”
were focusing more and more on the gift of reconciliation accomplished
for them by Christ and about to be realized in the Easter sacraments
they were preparing to celebrate. In some places, the elect were even
bedecked with roses on this day. A person bedecked with roses sticks
out in a crowd; a person formed by the Eucharist and committed to
living a life of reconciliation does, too. That's you!

Coongessions as we will have a Penance service with ten (10) priests at
7:00pm.

St. Vincent Ferrer, OP — April 5

From an early age, Vincent Ferrer seemed destined to do great
~ " work in God’s Kingdom. At five years old, he cured a neighbor’s child of
1004 a serious illness. He was blessed with good looks and a charisma that
attracted people to him. Vincent was born in 1350 in Valencia, Spain. He
was named after St. Vincent Martyr the patron saint of Valencia.

He began his classic studies at eight and his theological studies
at fourteen. It was no surprise to his family and contemporaries that he
entered the Dominican Order at eighteen in Valencia. Soon after
entering, he was attacked by the devil with dreadful temptations. He
turned to prayer, especially to Our Lady and his guardian angel. He
triumphed over these obstacles and finished his novitiate. He was
ordained a priest in Barcelona in 1379.

Vincent focused much of his study on Scripture and Hebrew. Thus, he was well prepared to preach
Jesus Christ to the many Jews who settled in Spain. Over his lifetime, many Jews and Arabs were converted
as a result of his preaching and the miracles that were worked through him.

At this time in Spain, two evils needed to be addressed. The first was the moral laxity that followed
the great plague. The second was the scandal of the papal schism. Vincent focused his preaching to help
remedy the first. He labored also, with great effort, to bring order out of the chaos the schism was causing.
He backed the wrong pope in the schism, it turned out. However, in the midst of the mass confusion of the
time, it was difficult to tell who was the right choice. His efforts focused primarily on ending the schism
rather than promoting the pope he thought was legitimate.

On his preaching journeys, people followed Vincent like pilgrims—hundreds of them. Other priests
joined, too, and they offered Mass daily, sang the office, and dispensed the sacraments. New converts often
joined these large groups. In the towns they visited, they set up hospitals and helped where needed. Like
John the Baptist, Vincent preached repentance. Vincent died on April 5, 1419, at sixty-nine years old, in
Brittany, France.

Fue ordenado sacerdote en Barcelona en 1379.

Vicente centrd gran parte de sus estudios en las Escrituras y el hebreo. Asi, estaba bien preparado
para predicar a Jesucristo a los muchos judios que se establecieron en Espafia. A lo largo de su vida,
muchozI _]UC||IOS y arabes se convirtieron como resultado de su predicaciéon y de los milagros que se obraron a
través de é

En esta época en Espafia, habian dos males a los que habia que hacer frente. El primero era la
laxitud moral que siguio a la gran peste. El segundo era el escandalo del cisma papal. Vicente centré su
predicacion en ayudar a remediar el primero. También trabajd, con gran esfuerzo, para poner orden en el
caos que el cisma estaba causando. Result6 que apoy6 al Papa equivocado en el cisma. Sin embargo, en
medio de la confusion masiva de la época, era dificil saber quién era la eleccion correcta. Sus esfuerzos se
centraron principalmente en poner fin al cisma, mas que en promover al Papa que él consideraba legitimo.

En sus viajes de predicacion, cientos de personas seguian a Vicente como peregrinos. Otros sacerdotes
también se unian a el y ofrecian misa a diario, cantaban en la oficiina y dispensaban los sacramentos. Los
NUEVOS CONVersos se unian a menudo a estos grandes grupos. En las ciudades que visitaban, creaban
hospitales y ayudaban donde era necesario. Como Juan el Bautista, Vicente predicaba el arrepentlmlento
Vicente muri6 el 5 de abril de 1419, a los sesenta y nueve anos, en Bretana, Francia.
