As we begin Holy Week, we hear Matthew’s account of
the Passion.

The final words of today’s Gospel [shorter version] are
those of the centurion and the men keeping watch over
Jesus: “Truly this was the Son of God!” Let us keep in
mind this central proclamation of our faith while at-
tending Triduum services this week. On Holy Thursday,
we remember the Last Supper and the institution of the
Eucharist and the priesthood, celebrating Christ’s out-
pouring of love for us. On Good Friday we venerate the
cross as we solemnly recall the passion and death of
Jesus. And of course at the Easter Vigil and on Easter
Sunday, we celebrate the story of our salvation, culmi-
nating in Jesus’ resurrection. As Christians, we know
that the cross will give way to the empty tomb and the
promise of new life in Christ. Let our voices be strong
this week as we echo the centurion’s words above, and
may Jesus’ name be praised forever!

Eucharist — Conclusion

In Part I of the Real Presence, we looked at The Gospel According to John, chapter 6, The Bread of
Life Discourse. In bringing this series to a conclusion, let us look at another Gospel passage that shows us
the meaning of the Eucharist. We will look at The Gospel According to Luke, chapter 24, The Appearance on
the Road to Emmaus. (Luke 24:13-35)

The momentum of Luke has Jesus heading toward Jerusalem. Two men are now walking away from
Jerusalem to a village called Emmaus. While walking they discuss all that has occurred in Jerusalem. They are
unaware of the Resurrection, which is told at the beginning of chapter 24. Jesus joined up with them on their
walk. They do not recognize Jesus. One way to interpret their lack of recognition of Jesus is that they are
heading in the wrong direction, away from Him.

Jesus asks them what they are discussing. They seem amazed that this ‘stranger’ does not know
about the recent events in Jerusalem, so they recall them for him. Jesus then begins the most significant
Bible study in history. Verse 27 says, “Then beginning with Moses and all the prophets, he interpreted to
them what referred to him in all the scriptures.”

When the men arrived in the village, they invited Jesus to stay with them. He agrees, and they sit at
table together. Verse 30 says, “And it happened that, while he was with them at table, he took bread, said
the blessing, broke it, and gave it to them.” With these words, Jesus repeats the words and gestures of the
Last Supper. It is at this moment that the two men recognize Jesus! We should also recognize His Presence
in the Mass when these words are spoken. The bread and wine become the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of
Jesus Christ.

Jesus wove together the themes of sacred banquet and sacrifice. When the themes of scripture, meal,
and sacrifice came together, they recognized the Real Presence, Jesus himself. They finally understood all
that had occurred and why. Upon that recognition, Jesus vanished from their sight. Next, they immediately
set out to return to Jerusalem. They re-oriented their lives with Jesus and set out to proclaim to others what
they now understood. Seeing correctly and living correctly go together.

The Emmaus story is symbolic of the Mass. Mass starts with the penitential rite because we often walk
in the wrong direction because of our sins. Then in the Liturgy of the Word, we learn about Scripture. How
the Old Testament culminates in Jesus. The illumination of the Scriptures is necessary, but it is not enough.
We only fully understand who Jesus is once we sit down with him at the sacred, sacrificial meal in which he
makes present his saving sacrifice. In the breaking of the bread, we see Him in His Real Presence. We are
sent out at the close of Mass, as the men in the Emmaus story were. Our mission territory is not Jerusalem; it
begins as soon as we exit the church. It is our neighborhoods and communities. We received Christ in Mass
and are now responsible for being Christ to all we encounter.

En la Parte I de la Presencia Real, vimos el Evangelio segiin San Juan, capitulo 6, El discurso del Pan
de Vida. Para concluir esta serie, veamos otro pasaje del Evangelio que nos muestra el significado de la
Eucaristia. Examinaremos el Evangelio seguin San Lucas, capitulo 24, La aparicion en el camino de Emaus
(Lucas 24:13-35).

El impulso de Lucas tiene a Jesus dirigiéndose hacia Jerusalén. Dos hombres se alejan de Jerusalén
hacia un pueblo llamado Emaus. Mientras caminan hablan de todo lo que ha ocurrido en Jerusalén.
Desconocen la Resurreccion, que se relata al principio del capitulo 24. Jesus se une a ellos en su camino. No
reconocen a Jesus. Una manera de interpretar su falta de reconocimiento de JesUs es que van en la
direccion equivocada, lejos de El.

JesUs les pregunta de qué hablan. Parecen sorprendidos de que este "forastero" no conozca los
recientes acontecimientos de Jerusalén, asi que se los recuerdan. Jesus comienza entonces el estudio biblico
mas significativo de la historia. El verso 27 dice: "Entonces, comenzando por Moisés y todos los profetas, les
interpretd lo que se referia a él en todas las Escrituras".

Cuando los hombres llegan a la aldea, invitan a JesUs a quedarse con ellos. El acepta, y se sientan
juntos a la mesa. El verso 30 dice: "Y sucedié que, estando con ellos en la mesa, tomd pan, pronuncio la
bendicion, lo partid y se lo dio". Con estas palabras, JesUs repite las palabras y los gestos de la Ultima Cena.
Es en ese momento es cuando los dos hombres reconocen a Jesus. Nosotros también deberiamos
reconocer su Presencia en la Misa cuando se pronuncian estas palabras. El pan y el vino se convierten en el
Cuerpo, la Sangre, el Alma y la Divinidad de Jesucristo.

Jesus unio los temas del banquete sagrado y del sacrificio. Cuando los temas de la Escritura, el
banquete y el sacrificio se unieron, reconocieron la Presencia Real, Jesis mismo. Por fin comprendieron todo
lo que habia ocurrido y por qué. Al reconocerlo, Jesus desaparecio de su vista.

A continuacion, emprendieron inmediatamente el regreso a Jerusalén. Reorientaron sus vidas
con Jesus y se dispusieron a proclamar a los demas lo que ahora comprendian. Ver correctamente y vivir
correctamente van de mano a mano.

La historia de Emaus es un simbolo de la Misa. La Misa comienza con el rito penitencial, porque a
menudo caminamos en la direccion equivocada a causa de nuestros pecados. Luego, en la Liturgia de la
Palabra, aprendemos sobre la Escritura. Cémo el Antiguo Testamento culmina en Jesus. La iluminacion de
las Escrituras es necesaria, pero no es suficiente. Solo comprendemos plenamente quién es Jesus una vez
que nos sentamos con El en la sagrada cena sacrificial en la que hace presente su sacrificio salvador. Al
partir el pan, lo vemos en su Presencia Real. Somos enviados al final de la Misa, como los hombres de la
historia de Emaus. Nuestro territorio de mision no es Jerusalén; comienza en cuanto salimos de la iglesia.
Son nuestros barrios y comunidades. Hemos recibido a Cristo en la Misa y ahora somos 11
responsables de ser Cristo para todos los que encontramos.
