Jesus responds. By offering the very evidence that Thomas
demanded, Jesus doesn't scold Thomas but seems to understand
such skepticism.

Could Jesus have been thinking of us, who long to believe
that "Jesus is risen!” but see so much suffering, and perhaps
even cause some, that we wonder, how could something so
wonderful be true? In today’s reading from the Acts of the
Apostles, the risen Jesus’ healing love comforts through disciples
who love others. In Revelation, “our brother John” doesn't just
claim he saw Jesus alive, but passes on Jesus’ life-giving words,
“Do not be afraid.” Seeing Jesus in others is believing!

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

On this Easter Octave, we celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday. As
Jesus revealed to the Polish nun St. Faustina Kowalska, the
blood and water that gushed forth from his side during his
crucifixion would become a “fountain of mercy” for all of us.
In today’s first reading, we witness what happens now that the
Apostles have received that mercy flowing from the foot of
the cross. Motivated by the mystery of Jesus’ resurrection and
ascension and emboldened by the gift of the Holy Spirit, these
men are now continuing his ministry of healing. Just as the ill
and possessed flocked to Christ, so now those sick in body or
spirit see the power of Christ working through the Apostles.
The beauty of receiving God’s mercy is that it doesn’t stop once
it’s been poured into us - his mercy compel/s us, inspiring us to
become living fonts of mercy to those we encounter.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

In a somewhat confusing chronology, today’s Gospel takes
place in time before the events in our first reading. So we

go with the disciples back to “the evening of that first day

of the week.” They have been through a /ot over the past
weeks. They have watched their community turn on Jesus
and give him over to be brutally killed. They have walked
with him through his agonizing passion and bitter death, and
they have witnessed his glorious resurrection from the dead.
“Overwhelming” seems too small a word. Can you imagine
the weight of their experience on a physical, emotional, and
spiritual level? Now, in today’s Gospel, we see them gathered
together behind locked doors, shaken from the recent events,
and fearing for their own lives. Somehow, mysteriously, Jesus
enters the room and says, “Peace be with you.” Three times,
Jesus repeats this phrase to his disciples in this reading.
Untethered by space and time and in the wake of grief and
glory, the Savior of the world extends himself in an intimate
encounter, radically present to those who love him.

REFLECT

Throughout today’s Scriptures, we see the Lord’s relentless
pursuit of the human heart. We see a God who loves us so
passionately that he pours himself into us, inviting us to
partake in his mission by the outpouring of his mercy and the
power of his Holy Spirit. Today, pause to reflect on the mercy
of God. In what areas of your life can you see God’s mercy at
work? How can you be an instrument of his mercy for others?

Gianna Beretta Molla — April 28

'ﬂﬁmwﬂmnm! Molla was born near Milan Italy in 1922. Her parents were members of
i, the Third Order of Saint Francis (Lay Franciscans). Her Catholic upbring

ltl allowed her to see life as a gift from God.

‘ Gianna was a dedicated student. She studied medicine and became
4 a surgeon. While a student, she was a St. Vincent de Paul Society member
=4 and generously served the elderly. As a doctor, she specialized in pediatrics
and was known for her care of mothers and babies.

While practicing medicine, Gianna became a member of Catholic Action, a movement of laypeople
that advocated for increased Catholic influence on society. Gianna married Pietro Molla in 1954 and had
four children. While pregnant with her fourth child, a fibroma was discovered on her uterus. Her doctors
gave her three options: an abortion, a hysterectomy, or the removal of the fibroma.

Gianna chose the removal of the fibroma, the option that presented the most risk to her but
would not end her pregnancy. She told her family and her doctors that the life of her child was more
important than her own. Her baby daughter, Gianna Emanuela, was born on Holy Saturday, April 21,
1962. Her mother died one week later of septic peritonitis on April 28th.

On February 20, 2004, Pope Saint John Paul II canonized her as a saint. Her husband and all four
of her children were present. This was the first instance in which a husband was present for a wife's
canonization. Gianna Emanuela followed in her mother’s footsteps and became a physician. St. Gianna
Beretta Molla is the patron saint of doctors, mothers, wives, and the unborn.

Gianna se casé con Pietro Molla
en 1954 y tuvo cuatro hijos. Cuando estaba embarazada de su cuarto hijo, le descubrieron un fibroma
?B el Utero. Sus médicos le dieron tres opciones: un aborto, una histerectomia o la extirpacion del
ibroma.

Gianna eligio la extirpacion del fibroma, la opcién que presentaba mas riesgos para ella pero que
no interrumpiria su embarazo. Dijo a su familia y a sus medicos que la vida de su hija era mas
importante que la suya propia. Su hija, Gianna Emanuela, nacio el Sabado Santo, 21 de abril de 1962.

Su madre murié una semana mas tarde, el 28 de abril, de una peritonitis séptica.

El 20 de febrero de 2004, el Papa Juan Pablo II la canonizd como santa. Estuvieron presentes su
marido y sus cuatro hijos. Era la primera vez que un marido asistia a la canonizacion de una esposa.
Gianna Emanuela siguio los pasos de su madre y se convirtié en médico. Gianna Beretta Molla es la
patrona de los médicos, las madres, las esposas y los no nacidos.
