GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

There is much we could ponder in today’s Scriptures, but the
verses that stood out for me are these: “If you are patient when
yvou suffer for doing what is good, this is a grace before God. For
to this you have been called.” | have a hard enough time keeping
my inner child under wraps when | suffer due to my own sinful-
ness or incompetence, and Peter is telling me to be patient when
| suffer for doing what is good? Well, yes - “because Christ also
suffered for [us], leaving an example that [we] should follow in
his footsteps.” And the clarity of this truth hits me smack in the
face. Doing what is good means we are loving another, in some
way; we are doing good, for good. VWe are engaging in seif-sacri-
fice, and some form of suffering is inherent to that. But here’s the
thing: it’s an oddly joyful kind of suffering because it produces
good fruit and directs our thoughts and vision to the one who is
present among us as “the shepherd and guardian of [our] souls.”
Let us pray for the ability to see each moment of suffering for
doing good as “a grace before God.”

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

At this point in the Easter season, we might think, ‘“Why can’t we
focus more on the joy of Jesus® resurrection and less on the suf-
fering that preceded it?"” Well, we certainly can ... but we would
lose a great part of the Paschal Mystery. We don’t embrace the
cross for the sake of suffering in itself. We come to the crucifix-
ion to pass through it. We are an Easter people living in a Good
Friday world. There’'s no avoiding suffering in our lives, but the
Good Mews of Jesus Christ is that he has redeemed that suffer-
ing. He has given us victory over death and is - quite literally -
the way to eternal life. In the Gospel Jesus says, “Whoever enters
through me will be saved ... | came so that they might have life
and have it more abundantly.” He is our shepherd and we know
his voice. During this Eastertide we have an extraocrdinary op-
portunity to attend to that voice in a particular way, and to think
about how we might be hearing it in a new way this year.

ACT Is there a charity you have been meaning to call te volun-
teer your time? Is there a neighbor who might be able to use a
helping hand? Is there a friend or family member who has fallen
out of favor and you just know it’s the right thing to do to get in
touch? Act this week. Sacrifice just a bit for the sake of good.

Baptism Part 3

When we are baptized, we are baptized into Christ’s three-fold mission of priest, prophet, and king.
This week we will explore the priestly mission.

The priestly mission of the baptized differs from the ministerial priesthood in the sacrament of Holy
Orders. In the First Letter of Peter (1Pet. 2:5), he writes, “And like living stones, let yourselves be built into
a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.”
All the baptized participate in this. This is called the common priesthood.

Priests offer sacrifices. That is what Peter is telling us to do as sharers in the common priesthood of
Christ. We should offer all that we do as spiritual sacrifices to God. All our works, endeavors, hardships,
relaxation, prayers, everything. It also enables us to minister and help meet the material and spiritual needs
of others. This can be as simple as praying, “"Dear Jesus, I offer you this time of work as a spiritual sacrifice
for my family.”

Our priestly role also includes active participation in the liturgies and Sacraments, especially in the
Eucharistic Sacrifice of the Mass. We should not be passive observers of the Mass but active participants.
Next week we will look at our prophetic role.

Bautismo Parte 3

Cuando somos bautizados, somos bautizados en la triple mision de Cristo: sacerdote, profeta y rey.
Esta semana exploraremos la misién sacerdotal.

La misidn sacerdotal de los bautizados difiere del sacerdocio ministerial en el sacramento de las
Ordenes Sagradas. En la Primera Carta de Pedro (1Pe 2,5), escribe: "Y vosotros, como piedras vivas,
edificaos como casa espiritual para ser un sacerdocio santo que ofrezca sacrificios espirituales aceptables a
Dios por Jesucristo". En esto participan todos los bautizados. Esto se llama el sacerdocio comun.

Los sacerdotes ofrecen sacrificios. Eso es lo que Pedro nos esta diciendo que hagamos como
participes del sacerdocio comin de Cristo. Debemos ofrecer todo lo que hacemos como sacrificios
espirituales a Dios. Todas nuestras obras, esfuerzos, dificultades, relajacion, oraciones, todo. También nos
permite ministrar y ayudar a satisfacer las necesidades materiales y espirituales de los demas. Esto puede
ser tan sencillo como rezar: "Querido Jesus, te ofrezco este tiempo de trabajo como sacrificio espiritual por
mi familia".

Nuestro papel sacerdotal también incluye la participacion activa en las liturgias y Sacramentos,
especialmente en el Sacrificio Eucaristico de la Misa. No debemos ser observadores pasivos de la Misa, sino
participantes activos. La proxima semana examinaremos nuestra funcion profética. 9
