        Pius XII’s consecration of the world to the Immaculate Heart of Mary did not mention Russia 
and was not done in communion with all the bishops of the world, as Our Lady had requested.  
But it was efficacious, according to Sr. Lucia, the last of the Fatima visionaries, in that it hastened 
the end of the Second World War. 
        Pius XII made the consecration on October 31, 1942. Consider the following events. On   
November 8, the allied landings began in French North Africa (Morocco and Algeria). On          
November 11, at the second battle of El Alamein, British General Montgomery decisively defeated 
Rommel, Hitler’s “desert fox,” eliminating the Nazi presence in Egypt and Libya. By the end of the 
year all of North Africa was in allied hands. 
         In the first weeks of November, the allied forces in the Pacific repulsed a major Japanese 
offensive to retake Henderson Field, an effort to regain control of Guadalcanal, and the Solomon 
Islands, north of Australia. Though it would be early February before the Japanese had         
completely evacuated the Solomons, from November, 1942 on, they fought a rearguard battle in 
the Pacific; momentum had swung to the allies. 
         Finally, in Russia itself, the Red Army surrounded the Axis forces at Stalingrad on           
November 19. This was the beginning of the end of the Nazi invasion of the Soviet Union.   
         By January, 1943, Winston Churchill was able to say, “The wheel of destiny has turned.”  
So it had.  North Africa, Guadalcanal and Stalingrad combined, signaled the turning point in the 
war.  One could argue that it was a coincidence that these events happened within three weeks 
of the Pope’s consecration of the world to Our Lady’s heart. But the subsequent history of the 
twentieth century suggests otherwise.

          La consagración del mundo por Pio XII al Inmaculado Corazón de María no hizo mención 
de Rusia y no fue hecha en acuerdo con todos los obispos del mundo, como Nuestra Señora     
había pedido.  Pero fue hecha eficazmente según la Hermana Lucia, la ultima de los visionarios de 
Fátima, y que apresuro el final de la  Segunda Guerra Mundial. 
          El 31 de Octubre de 1942, Pio XII hizo la consagración. Consideren los siguientes       
acontecimientos:  El 8 de Noviembre, los Aliados llegaron al África del Norte Francesa (Moroco y 
Algeria). El 11 de Noviembre, en la segunda batalla de El Alamein, el General Británico         
Montgomery decisivamente venció a Rommel, “el zorro del desierto” de Hitler, eliminando la   
Wrong WIFI at woor,presencia Nazi en Egipto y Libia.  Al fin del año, África del Norte estaba en 
manos de los aliados.  
          En las primeras semanas de Noviembre, las fuerzas aliadas en el Pacifico repulsaron una 
gran ofensiva Japonesa tomando de nuevo al Campo de Henderson, un  esfuerzo para tomar  
control de Guadalcanal, y las islas Solomon, al norte de Australia.  Aunque fue a principios de   
Febrero antes que los Japoneses completaran la evacuación de los Solomos, de Noviembre, 1942 
en adelante ellos pelearon una batalla retaguardia en el Pacifico; el momento fue a favor de los 
aliados. 
           Finalmente, en Rusia, La Armada Roja rodearon las fuerzas de Axis en Stalingrado el 19 
de Noviembre. Esto fue el principio del final de la invasión de los Nazis de la Unión Soviética.  
          En Enero del 1943, Winston Churchill pudo decir “La rueda del destino rodo.” Así fue. La   
combinación del África del Norte, Guadalcanal y Estanlingrado fue un punto decisivo en la Guerra.  
Uno puede discutir que fue una coincidencia que estos eventos pasaron durante  tres semanas de 
la consagración del  Mundo del Papa al corazón de Nuestra Señora. Pero la subsiguiente historia 
del siglo Veinte sugiere otra cosa.

 MARY VII 
    
      The Feast of Christ the King is one of my favorites of the liturgical year.  It is held at the end 
of the Church’s calendar, late in November, the month in which we traditionally remember the 
Last Things —Death, Judgement, Hell and Heaven.  This feast celebrates the majesty of Christ 
and points us towards considerations of our own eternal destiny. 
     It’s a daunting business, contemplating eternity. Though it lies over faith’s horizon, and 
though its Light shines through and across the very fabric of the cosmos, eternity is not easily 
conceptualized.  It has been argued by theologians that rather than thinking of eternity as “time 
lasting forever” we should think of it as beyond time altogether. Beyond space, too.  The saints 
whose feast starts the month of November, and with whom Jesus is delighted to share his rule 
(Wisdom 3:8; Rev. 20:4-6) are bound by neither time nor space, and so may be available to 
many people at once.  So too, with the angels. 
      It is, of course, the same with the Blessed Mother. Catholic mystics have told us that the 
Blessed Mother prays for every person on earth, by name, every single day. The concept of a 
“day,” of course m the “land beyond time” (Heaven) is one that we can have long conversations 
about, but the point is that all of heaven is fighting for us, pulling for us and praying for us,     
before the loving king whose eternal glory we celebrate today. 
        In our time, the King has made known his desire that a great devotion be established to the 
Immaculate Heart of his Mother, the Queen of Heaven and Earth.  The reason for this devotion is 
the salvation of souls, again, one of our premiere considerations during the  month of November.  
We will return to the establishment of devotion to the Immaculate Heart  of Mary next Sunday.

         La fiesta de Cristo, el Rey es una de mis favoritas del año litúrgico.  Toma lugar al final del 
calendario de la Iglesia, finales de Noviembre, el mes que nosotros tradicionalmente recordamos 
las Ultimas Cosas—Muerte, Juicio, Infierno y Cielo.

         Por supuesto lo mismo es de la Santísima Madre.  Los Católicos místicos nos han dicho que 
la Santísima Madre reza por cada persona en el mundo, por nombre, a diario.  El concepto de un 
“día” por supuesto, en “la tierra mas allá del tiempo” (Cielo) es uno que nosotros podemos tener 
largas conversaciones, pero el punto es que todo el Cielo esta peleando por nosotros, estando en 
nuestro lado y rezando por nosotros, ante el adorable Rey cuya eterna gloria celebramos el día 
de hoy. 
         En nuestro tiempo, el Rey ha hecho saber su deseo que una gran devoción sea establecida 
al Inmaculado Corazón de su Madre, la Reina del Cielo y la Tierra.  La razón por esta devoción es 
la salvación de las almas, otra ves una de las consideraciones primordiales durante el mes de  
Noviembre.  Nosotros  regresaremos al establecimiento de la devoción al Inmaculado Corazón de 
María el próximo domingo.
