The Hebrew Scriptures overflow with commandments, but Jesus knows 
we need one more, perfect mission: “love one another.”  
     To love one another, as God loves us, is not a new theme. We have 
heard these words many times in homilies and Gospels. If we look 
around the world today, if everyone would follow God’s ways loving each 
other just think how peaceful the world would be and there would be no 
war or unrest. Let us pray each day for the love of God to be in our 
hearts for others. 
     Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us.

MARY VIII     
  
 The Second World War came to an end in Tokyo Bay on the deck of the battleship Missouri, 
with the official surrender of Japan to allied forces.  The date was August 15, 1945, the Feast of the   
Assumption.  Fatima-watchers see no coincidence in that date. 
  
 In July, 1952, ten years after his initial consecration of the world, Pius XII privately         
consecrated Russia and her people to the Immaculate Heart of Mary.  He did not ask the bishops of 
the world to join him in the consecration, and again, it is presumed that political realities were high 
among the Pope’s considerations. Stalin remained in power in Moscow; the Pope did not want to 
touch off a new round of persecution against the Christians of Russia.   
  
 The 1952 consecration was not without its effect, however. Classified KGB files made public 
after the collapse of the Soviet Union show that at the 1952 congress of the communist party in 
Moscow, Stalin announced his plans to invade Western Europe – after the harsh Russian winter. 
Stalin gave his speech on October 13, the anniversary of the great miracle at Fatima, not that Stalin 
knew or cared. His target date for the invasion: April, 1953. 
  
 Stalin died suddenly in March, 1953.  He was replaced by Nikita Kruschev, a cold warrior, to 
be sure, but a man who had no interest in another war, and who would seek a workable            
accommodation with the West. It would be another thirty years, the mid-1980s, before Russia 
would again consider an invasion of the West.  By that time, however, a Pope named John Paul II 
was in Rome. This Pope was determined to bring about the consecration according to Our Lady’s                
request.   
 
  
 
MARIA VIII 
 
 La Segunda Guerra Mundial termino en la Bahía de Tokio en la cubierta de la nave de Guerra     
Missouri, con la rendición de Japón a las fuerzas aliadas.  La fecha era el 15 de Agosto de 1945, La 
Fiesta de la Ascensión.  Los que han seguido a Fátima no ven ninguna coincidencia con esta fecha. 
  
 En Julio del 1952, diez anos después de la consagración inicial del mundo, Pio XII             
privadamente consagro a Rusia y a su gente al Inmaculado Corazón de María. El no invito a los 
obispos del mundo a tomar parte en la consagración, y otra vez, se presumió que realidades     
políticas eran prioridades en las consideraciones del Papa. Stalin estaba todavía en poder;  
el Papa no quiso descargar una nueva hola de persecución contra los Cristianos de Rusia. 
  
  La consagración del 1952 no fue sin efectos algunos. Archivos clasificados del KGB fueron 
publicados después del colapso de la Unión Soviética y expusieron que en el congreso del 1952 del 
partido comunista en Moscú, Stalin anuncio sus planes para invadir a Europa del Oeste—después 
del severo  invierno Ruso. Stalin dio su discurso el 13 de Octubre, el aniversario del  grandioso    
milagro de Fátima, no que Stalin sabia o le  importara. Su fecha proyectada para la invasión: Abril 
del 1953. 
  
 Stalin falleció repentinamente en Marzo del 1953. Fue reemplazado por Nikita Krushchev, un     
guerrero frio, para ser seguro, pero un hombre que no tenia ningún interés en otra Guerra y quien 
buscaría la manera de trabajar con el Oeste. Pasarían otros treinta anos, a mediados del 1980,   
antes que Rusia de nuevo considerara otra invasión del Oeste. Pero a ese tiempo, un Papa de  
nombre Juan Pablo II estaba en Roma.  En todo caso, este Papa estaba determinado a llevar a   
cabo la consagración según los deseos de Nuestra Señora.      
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MARY IX  
 December 8 is the Feast of the Immaculate Conception.  When it falls on a Sunday, as it 
does this year, it may be celebrated the next day.  This feast is often confused with the Virgin 
Birth. The Virgin Birth is about Christ’s birth.  The Immaculate Conception is about Mary’s        
conception. The belief is that Mary was conceived without original sin. This “singular grace and 
privilege” (in the words of Pope Pius IX, who proclaimed the dogma in 1854) was in service to 
Mary’s unique role in giving the world its Savior.   
 I have been writing this autumn about Our Lady of Fatima; but we celebrate this week   
another great apparition of Mary, and one closely connected with the Immaculate Conception.  
Tomorrow (Dec. 9) is the anniversary of the first of the apparitions of Our Lady of Guadalupe.  
The great feast day is Thursday, Dec. 12.     
 Mary is immaculate, free from sin, as the pure vessel, the Ark of the New Covenant, the 
theotokos, or God-bearer.  It is through her virginal body that the Second Person of the Trinity 
took human form. In the apparitions at Guadalupe, Our Lady appears pregnant with her Son.    
This fact was very clearly recognized by the Mexican people, who found a new dignity and a new     
self-worth, in the love that the Mother of God had for them.   
 That love gave birth to Christ in Mexico: in just three years following the apparitions at 
Guadalupe, there were eight million conversions among the Mexican people. Mexico had become 
one of the great Catholic nations of the world, and the rest Latin America was shortly to follow.     
 We, too, are called to be God-bearers, are called to give birth to Christ, through our hearts 
and through our love, for the salvation of the world. We receive tremendous support in this     
mission by drawing on the graces available to us through our Mother’s Immaculate Heart. More on 
devotion to Our Lady’s Immaculate Heart, next week.   
  
 
MARIA IX  
 El 8 de Diciembre es el Santo de la Inmaculada Concepción.  Cuando cae en domingo,    
como es este año, se puede celebrar el dia despues.  El Santo a veces se confunde con el       
nacimiento Virgen.  El Nacimiento Virgen es sobre el nacimiento de Cristo.  La Inmaculada      
Concepción es sobre la concepción de María.  La creencia es que María fue concebida sin el      
pecado original. Esta “gracia singular y privilegiada” (en las palabras del Papa IX, quien proclamó 
el dogma en el año 1854) fue en servicio al papel único que María tuvo en dar al mundo su      
Salvador.   
 Yo estuve escribiendo este otoño sobre Nuestra Señora de Fátima; pero nosotros           
celebramos esta semana otra gran apariciñn de María, y una que esta conectada muy cerca con la 
Inmaculada Concepción. Mañana (9 de Diciembre) es el aniversario de unas de las primeras    
apariciones de Nuestra Señora de Guadalupe. La grandiosa fiesta es el Jueves, 12 de Diciembre.    
 María es inmaculada, libre de pecado,como un buque puro, el Arca de la Nueva Alianza, de 
Theotokos o que nos trae a Dios. Es por medio de su cuerpo virginal que la Segunda Persona de 
la Trinidad tomó su forma humana. En la aparición de Guadalupe, Nuestra Señora aparecer     
embarazada con su Hijo. Este factor fue reconocido claramente por la gente Mejicana, quienes  
encontraron nueva dignidad y un Nuevo valor personal en el amor de la Madre de Dios que tuvo 
con ellos.   
 El amor dio nacimiento a Cristo en Méjico; es solamente tres años despues de las         
apariciones en Guadalupe, hubieron ocho millones de conversiones entre la gente Mejicana.   
Méjico se ha vuelto uno de los grandes paises en las naciones Catolicas del Mundo, y el resto de 
America Latina siguio poco tiempo despues.   
 Nosotros tambien somos llamados a traer a Dios, somo llamados a dar nacimiento a Cristo, 
por medio de nuestros corazones y por medio de nuestro amor, para la salvación del mundo.    
Nosotros recibimos tremendo apoyo en esta misión atrayendo en las gracias que estan    
disponibles a nosotros por medio del Inmaculado Corazon de Nuestra Madre.  Mas sobre la 
devoción al Inmaculado Corazon de Nuestra Señora la semana que viene.
