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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

The key to unlocking the scriptures is in Paul’s letter to the
Ephesians as we pray, "May the eyes of your hearts be enlightened.”
People see and hear things but simply have a hard time believing
they are true. In our first reading from the very beginning of the Acts
of the Apostles, Luke starts where his Gospel left off—the ascension
of Jesus. For as long as Jesus spent preparing the disciples, they
were still foggy about what was happening, and spent time staring at
the sky wondering where he went.

In today’s Gospel, the disciples still doubt Jesus to the very
last minute. In the letter to the Ephesians, Paul speaks to the new
Christian community, but could be preaching to each of us in the
pews as he says, "I can explain it to you, but I cant make you
believe. This is where faith comes in.

Where are we with our faith? Do we need to see as Thomas
did or are, we able to just believe and have faith? Some of us rely on
faith alone, others need to have more than just faith and need to find
answers to questions. This is where prayer is so important. But as we
pray, we must also listen to what God is telling us. “May we all pray
for the gift of enlightenment today!”

Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us.

The Ascension of the Lord noiscirre

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

Actions speak louder than words. How many of us have heard or
said this exact phrase? | suspect most, if not all of us are quite
familiar with this old adage. In fact, this is exactly what we are
being told by Jesus himself in today’s Gospel when he says, “Go,
therefore, and make disciples of all nations.” Jesus continues his
direction of action by telling us to baptize “in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit." We are not di-
rected to simply speak about Jesus with our families and church
communities, we are told to GO among all nations and add

to Jesus’ flock. We continue Christ’s mission when we seek to
spread his love. Before Jesus joined his Father in heaven, his in-
structions were very clear. This is an opportunity to think about
the commission we were given as part of the baptized commu-
nity, and how Jesus is asking us to take action in his name.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Easier said than done. We've all heard that one as well. It's hard
to feel equipped to spread the word and the will of God. We
worry our words will fail us and we will look foolish. We know
we are not perfect, and wonder if that means we cannot pos-
sibly be Christ's hands and feet on this earth. However, today’s
reading from Ephesians provides us with the perfect prayer to
give us hope and faith in the Holy Spirit as we set out to fulfill
the Great Commission given to us in this week’s Gospel: “"May
the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, give you
a Spirit of wisdom and revelation resulting in knowledge of
him.” We are challenged to act for God, but not without being
given the tools to do so with confidence.

PRAY Meditate on today’s second reading from Ephesians.
Read it as if your priest was giving you a blessing before you
head out of your house each morning. Let it fill your soul with
lowve and awe for our Father, and let it give you the confidence
you need to play an active role in building his kingdom until he
comes again.

Baptism Part 6

“As a body is one though it has many parts, and all the parts of the body, though many, are one body, so also
Christ. For in one Spirit, we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, slaves or free persons, and we
were all given to drink of one Spirit.” (1 Cor. 12:12-13) In this section of his first letter to the Corinthians, St. Paul uses
the image of a body to explain Christ’s relationship with his believers. By baptism, we become incorporated into Christ’s
mystical body. It unifies us regardless of our ethnicity or social origins.

Christ is our head, and we are the body. This is not just a metaphor or symbolic description but a spiritual real-
ity. Every believer is united to Christ by the Sacraments. (CCC 790). The Holy Spirit is the soul of this mystical body,
giving life, growth, and direction to all its members.

Division is a tactic of the devil. The word devil means “he who places division or separation.” This means that
what unites us, the Holy Spirit is more potent than what divides us. Since we are all connected when one member of
Christ’s Mystical Body is suffering, hurting, or sinning, we are all affected. Remember, we are all brothers and sisters,
children of God; let us continue to pray for one another and focus on what unites us rather than divides us!

Cristo es nuestra cabeza, y nosotros somos el cuerpo. No se trata de una mera metafora o descripcion simboli-
ca, sino de una realidad espiritual. Todo creyente esta unido a Cristo por los Sacramentos. (CIC 790). El Espiritu Santo
es el alma de este cuerpo mistico, dando vida, crecimiento y direccion a todos sus miembros.

La division es una tactica del diablo. La palabra diablo significa "el que pone division o separacion”. Esto signifi-
ca que lo que nos une, el Espiritu Santo es mas potente que lo que nos divide. Puesto que todos estamos conectados,
cuando un miembro del Cuerpo Mistico de Cristo sufre, duele o peca, todos nos vemos afectados. Recuerden que todos
somos hermanos y hermanas, hijos de Dios; icontinuemos rezando unos por otros y centrémonos en lo que nos une
en lugar de en lo que nos divide!
