Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
          We can never know the fullness f our all-powerful, mysterious 
God. But today’s readings point to a crucial aspect of the divine human 
relationship: our triune God—Father, Son and Holy Spirit—dwells with 
us, always. Our God is not one to stay up in the clouds. Just the 
opposite in today’s first reading, Moses recalls hearing the voice of God 
coming forth from the fire of a burning bush. He recalls God’s fidelity to 
God’s people, as demonstrated when God took a nation from another 
nation for the Hebrew people. Many of us may wish the Lord would 
give us such clear, direct signs of the divine presence. Frustration can 
arise in prayer when we do not receive the clarity desired from God.   
Yet while our divine dialogue may look different than Moses’ God 
assures us that God will be with us always until the end of the ages. 
           In today’s gospel, we receive further assurance of God’s 
presence.  Out of great love for us, God sent God’s only son to save the 
world. We spent the last few months of Lent and Easter hearing stories 
of Jesus’ time on earth, both before and after his death on the cross. 
Even death cannot separate us from God! 
          As we approach the end of another school year we should keep 
the children, teens and young adults in our prayers for a safe summer 
and a good start to the new school year.

Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity 

 
         With the celebration of Trinity Sunday this week, the Church moves back into Ordinary Time. Trinity 

Sunday is celebrated the week after Pentecost Sunday. The Holy Trinity, a belief at the heart of Christianity, 

is a mystery we can never fully understand. God is three Persons in one nature. Despite its mystery, we are 

called to profess our belief in it.  

         The observance of Trinity Sunday traces its roots back to the fourth century, a time marked by the 

Arian heresy. This theological dispute was sparked by a priest named Arius, who believed Jesus was a 

created being, not God. His denial of Christ's divinity led to a rejection of the Trinity, causing a significant 

division within the church. At one point, more bishops held to Arius’ heresy than the orthodox view. To 

resolve this, an ecumenical council was convened in Nicaea in 325. Here, Arius’ views were challenged by 

St. Athanasius, leading to the affirmation of the orthodox view of Jesus' divinity.  

         The Nicene Creed we profess at Mass came from the Council of Nicaea. If you compare the Apostles 

Creed to the Nicene Creed, you will notice much more emphasis on Jesus’ divinity (“God from God, Light 

from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial with the Father.”) Another creed, 

the Athanasian Creed, was recited for centuries on Trinity Sunday. This Trinitarian and Christological creed 

was composed in Latin of 44 rhythmic lines and was often set to music and sung. It is worth reading in 

English or Spanish as well.

                                                Solemnidad de la Santísima Trinidad 
 
         Con la celebración esta semana del Domingo de la Trinidad, la Iglesia vuelve al Tiempo Ordinario. El 

Domingo de la Trinidad se celebra la semana siguiente al Domingo de Pentecostés. La Santísima Trinidad, 

creencia central del cristianismo, es un misterio que nunca podremos comprender plenamente. Dios es tres 

Personas en una sola naturaleza. A pesar de su misterio, estamos llamados a profesar nuestra fe en ella.  

         La celebración del Domingo de la Trinidad se remonta al siglo IV, una época marcada por la herejía 

arriana. Esta disputa teológica fue provocada por un sacerdote llamado Arrio, que creía que Jesús era un ser 

creado, no Dios. Su negación de la divinidad de Cristo condujo a un rechazo de la Trinidad, causando una 

división significativa dentro de la iglesia. Llegó un momento en que había más obispos partidarios de la 

herejía de Arrio que de la ortodoxia. Para resolver esto, se convocó un concilio ecuménico en Nicea en 325. 

En él, se cuestionaron las opiniones de Arrio. En él, San Atanasio rebatió las opiniones de Arrio, lo que 

condujo a la afirmación de la visión ortodoxa de la divinidad de Jesús.
