Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
 In the first reading, Moses sprinkles half the blood of a sacrificed 
animal on the altar and the other half on the people. The blood signifies 
the life force that seals the commitment between the Holy One and 
Israel. Not only are God and the people bound together irrevocably but 
the people themselves are united to one another. The twelve pillars 
erected at the foot of the mountain represent the whole of the people.  
They acclaim with one voice their loyalty to all the words and 
ordinances of God. 
          In the same way, Jesus’ blood shed for all reaffirms God’s 
unbreakable bond with us. What Jesus says and does at the Last 
Supper is the culmination of an entire lifelong pouring out of himself in 
love. The words and gestures echo God’s life-sustaining self-gift to 
Israel in the wilderness, symbolized in manna (Ex 16:12-35), and Jesus’ 
feeding of the hungry multitudes during his Galilean ministry (Mark 6:30
-44, 8:1-9). These continual manifestations of God’s commitment to us 
reach their climax in Jesus, gift of self. In Mark’s Gospel, the Last 
Supper is a Passover meal, recalling how the blood of lambs smeared 
on the doorposts kept the fleeing Israelites safe from the destroyer, 
and how the flesh of the lambs was consumed in haste for the journey 
to freedom. 
          Next Saturday, June 8, please joins us for the Feast Day Festival.

        As a community, we come together to observe the 

Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on the second    

  Friday after Trinity Sunday, this year on Friday, June 7.  

  The Immaculate Heart of Mary is our shared celebration   

  on the following Saturday, June 8. The Solemnity of the 

Sacred Heart was first celebrated in 1670 in France, a    

 testament to the visions of St. Margaret Mary Alacoque   

    and the growing devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus   

    that unites us all.  

     The devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is a devotion to the long-suffering love and eternal 

compassion of Christ toward humanity. In art, this devotion is symbolized by a flaming heart shining with 

divine light, pierced with a lance, and encircled by a crown of thorns. It is often shown in the bosom of 

Jesus with his wounded hand pointing to it. The wounds and crown of thorns allude to Christ’s passion and 

the flames to the burning of his ardent and endless love. 

      Devotion to the Sacred Heart developed out of devotion to the Holy Wounds of Christ. It is believed 

to have started in Benedictine monasteries as early as the eleventh century. Dominicans, Franciscans, and 

Carthusians practiced it from the thirteenth to the sixteenth centuries.  

 The devotion to the Immaculate Heart of Mary has a scriptural basis. The Gospel According to Luke 

twice states that Mary kept things in her heart and pondered them. The attraction of the devotion to the 

Immaculate Heart of Mary is the love in her heart for Jesus and God. The Immaculate Heart of Mary 

signifies her great love for God, her great purity, and her complete openness to the Holy Spirit. It is a 

reminder of Mary’s profound interior life, where she experienced joys and sorrows, all while remaining 

faithful to God.

Se 

cree que comenzó en los monasterios benedictinos ya en el siglo XI. Dominicos, franciscanos y cartujos la 

practicaron entre los siglos XIII y XVI. 

     La devoción al Corazón Inmaculado de María tiene una base bíblica. El Evangelio según San Lucas 

afirma dos veces que María guardaba las cosas en su corazón y las meditaba. La atracción de la devoción al 

Corazón Inmaculado de María es el amor de su corazón por Jesús y por Dios. El Corazón Inmaculado de
