GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

When | was in middle school, | came upon a group of students
who had singled out another student, accusing her of some pretty
rotten things. The Lord must have helped me to be brave that day
because | decided to step in and defend her. Thankfully, calling
them out on their cruelty was enough to fend them off. Thank God
for his presence and aid in that moment! In the first reading today,
Jeremiah tells of his experience of being betrayed and accused:
“All those who were my friends are on the watch for any misstep of
mine. ‘Perhaps he will be trapped [they say]; then we can prevail,
and take our vengeance on him.”” But Jeremiah does not lose
heart, saying also, “the Lord is with me, like a mighty champion.”
And Jesus’ words in the Gospel echo the resolve of Jeremiah when
he says: “Fear no one ... What | say to you in the darkness, speak

in the light ... And do not be afraid of those who kill the body

but cannot kill the soul.” It seems pretty clear, then, that our job

is to bring the Good News of Jesus into the world whenever we
can and let his light shine forth by our words and actions. We are
commissioned to be warriors for Christ who should not fear injury
but rather call upon him in our need and trust in his goodness and
mercy to render aid.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Stepping into a conflict or situation can be difficult. But we are
not meant to do it alone. Yes, we are called to proclaim the Word
of God at every opportunity - to let “zeal” for cur Father’s house
consume us, as we heard in the psalm. And the task at hand may
seem a daunting one - until we focus on the second part of the
Gospel and soak in the depth of the love Jesus has for each of
his children. Matthew writes: “Are not two sparrows sold for a
small coin? Yet not one of them falls to the ground without your
Father’s knowledge. Even all the hairs of your head are counted.”
We are not alone as we do the work of the Father; rather, we are
known and loved by him and strengthened by the Advocate, the
Holy Spirit. We can feel emboldened by this as we pursue the
everlasting gift of heaven.

ENGAL This world often tells us to do what makes us happy.
Let’s challenge ourselves to, instead, do what makes us holy, as
we keep our eyes fixed on the path to eternity.

Prayer and Fasting — Part 3

Fasting will help us have a more intimate relationship with Jesus and open our eyes to what He
wants to teach us. The Bible is full of examples of fasting. This week we look at some examples in the Old
Testament.

Exodus 34:28 shows Moses fasted for forty days and nights while he was with God, receiving
instruction and the Ten Commandments. Fasting is often found preceding or accompanying people who
would have encounters with God.

The Book of Joel warns of an impending agricultural disaster. Joel is trying to get the people to
return to God to re-orient their lives properly. “Yet even now says the Lord, return to me with all your heart,
with fasting, with weeping and with mourning.” (Joel 2:12).

In the Book of Esther, the Jews are facing annihilation. The great heroine Esther is the only one in a
position to prevent it, but doing so may come at the price of her life. She tells her servants to tell Mordecai,
“Go gather all the Jews to be found in Susa, and hold a fast on my behalf, and neither eat nor drink for
three days, night or day. I and my maids will also fast as you do.” (Esther 4:16)

The examples of Joel and Esther show how necessary fasting and prayer are when facing great
trials and tribulations. In both instances, the disasters were averted, the people survived.

Oracion y Ayuno - Parte 3

El ayuno nos ayudard a tener una relacién mas intima con Jesus y nos abrira los ojos a lo que El
quiere ensefarnos. La Biblia esta llena de ejemplos de ayuno. Esta semana veremos algunos ejemplos en
el Antiguo Testamento.

Exodo 34:28 muestra que Moisés ayund durante cuarenta dias y cuarenta noches mientras estaba
con Dios, recibiendo instruccion y los Diez Mandamientos. El ayuno suele preceder o acompafiar a las
personas que van a tener encuentros con Dios.

El Libro de Joel advierte de un inminente desastre agricola. Joel intenta que el pueblo vuelva a Dios
para reorientar sus vidas adecuadamente. "Ahora mismo, dice el Sefior, volved a mi de todo corazén, con
ayuno, con llanto y con luto". (Joel 2:12).

En el Libro de Ester, los judios se enfrentan a la aniquilacion. La gran heroina Ester es la Unica que
puede impedirlo, pero hacerlo puede costarle la vida. Ester ordena a sus sirvientes que digan a Mardoqueo:
"Relne a todos los judios que hayan en Susa y ayunad en mi nombre, sin comer ni  beber durante tres
dias, ni de dia ni de noche. Yo y mis criadas también ayunaremos como tu". (Ester 4:16)

Los ejemplos de Joel y Ester muestran lo necesario que son el ayuno y la oracién cuando se
afrontan grandes pruebas y tribulaciones. En ambos casos, se evitaron las catastrofes y el pueblo 9
sobrevivio.
