GROW AS A DISCIPLE | pPrRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

In today's first reading, the Shunammite woman recognized
that Elisha was “a holy man of God.” She and her husband then
went on to provide Elisha with hospitality and lodging, and she
was rewarded with a son. But how did she recognize Elisha as
the holy prophet that he was? Recognition, or lack of it, is a
recurrent theme in Scripture - frem Mary Magdalene not recog-
nizing the risen Lord at the tomb to the disciples not recogniz-
ing Jesus on the road to Emmaus. In the Sermon on the Mount,
Jesus himself encouraged his listeners to learn to recognize
“false prophets” because they bear bad fruit. What do we need
to open our eyes to and recognize today? Perhaps the realiza-
tion that Jesus’ life and teachings always point us to life - life
with him and in him, on earth and for eternity. As members of
the body of Christ, let us ask the Holy Spirit to fill us with his
love so that we may bear good fruit and always chocose the
road that leads to that life.

GO  EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

“Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for
my sake will find it.” Perhaps we should consider these words
from Jesus in today’s Gospel a challenge. Yes, we know that faith-
ful discipleship comes with demands. But “losing our life”? | like
to think of it as going “all in” in our response to Jesus. Investing
the most we can in our relationship with Jesus means recognizing
that he is the way and the truth and the life. And then we must
act upon that. How? Put God first in your life. Serve him before all
else. Let our relationship with Christ be like the frame that holds
a building up - let it define us, strengthen us, and shape us. And
may it allow us to recognize his loving presence in each moment
of our lives.

The summer months are hot in the northern hemi-
sphere, and traveling, running errands, and doing things for one-
self can be difficult for those who are adversely affected by the
heat. Take a look around you - at your neighbors or even those
who are part of your daily circle of encounters - and be inten-
tional at recognizing who they are (a child of God) and what their
needs might be. Offer specific assistance to them related to that
need, as the Shunammite woman and her husband did for Elisha.

Prayer and Fasting - Part 4

In the New Testament, Jesus fasts and discusses fasting with his Apostles. All three Synoptic
Gospels tell of Jesus’s fasting for forty days and nights in the desert at the beginning of his public ministry.
At the end of his fast, Jesus is tempted by the devil.

When the New Testament talks about the desert, it can apply to specific regions but also has a
spiritual meaning. The desert is where humanity has been spiritually since the Fall. This is exactly where
Jesus goes to find us. Jesus prepares for his encounter with Satan by fasting and prayer. He is showing us
that fasting is a good way to prepare us for spiritual difficulties. It is not surprising, then, that one of the
devil’s temptations is food.

In His Sermon on the Mount, Jesus says, "And when you fast do not look dismal, like the
hypocrites, for they disfigure their faces that their fasting may be seen by men. Truly, I say to you, they
have their reward. But when you fast, anoint your head and wash your face, that your fasting may not be
seen by men but by your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will reward
you.” (Matt. 6:16-18).

Jesus expects his followers to fast. He wants their fasting to be directed to God, not to show off a
false sense of piety. The use of oil and washing was the norm in Jesus’ day when going out. Oil was a sign
of gladness. Jesus is giving his followers a way to test their motivations for fasting, whether it is for God or
to make themselves look good.

Oracion y Ayuno - Cuarta parte

En el Nuevo Testamento, JesUs ayuna y habla del ayuno con sus Apodstoles. Los tres Evangelios
Sindpticos narran el ayuno de JesUs durante cuarenta dias y cuarenta noches en el desierto, al comienzo
de su ministerio publico.

Cuando el Nuevo Testamento habla del desierto, puede aplicarse a regiones concretas, pero
también tiene un significado espiritual. El desierto es donde la humanidad ha estado espiritualmente desde
la Caida. Alli es exactamente donde JesUs va a buscarnos. JesUs se prepara para su encuentro con Satanas
ayunando y rezando. Nos estd mostrando que el ayuno es una buena manera de prepararnos para las
dificultades espirituales. No es sorprendente, pues, que una de las tentaciones del diablo sea la comida.

En su Sermodn de la Montaia, Jesus dice: "Y cuando ayunéis, no pongais mala cara, como los
hipdcritas, que desfiguran su rostro para que su ayuno sea visto por los hombres. En verdad os digo que ya
tienen su recompensa. Pero td, cuando ayunes, Ungete la cabeza y lavate la cara, para que tu ayuno no
sea visto por los hombres, sino por tu Padre que esta en lo secreto; y tu Padre, que ve en lo secreto, te
recompensara." (Mateo 6:16-18)

JesUs espera que sus seguidores ayunen. El quiere que su ayuno esté dirigido a Dios, no para
mostrar un falso sentido de piedad. El uso de aceite y el lavado era la norma en la época de Jesus al salir.
El aceite era un signo de alegria. Jesus esta dando a sus seguidores una manera de probar sus
motivaciones para ayunar, si es para Dios o para quedar bien. 9
