Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,  
 
        Have you ever done something you never thought you could do, but 
could because someone else has believed in you and urged you forward?  
On the contrary, have you found yourself hampered by others’ 
preconceived notions and lack of confidence in you? In a certain sense, 
these are the experiences of Paul in the second reading and of Jesus as of 
today’s gospel. 
        Paul with the grace of God, was enabled to do far more than he ever 
thought possible by his own abilities. Jesus, by contrast, was prevented 
from doing any mighty deeds in his hometown because of the limited 
expectations of his own people. Thinking they knew Jesus inside and out, 
they hindered his ability to let God’s power work through him for their 
benefit. Sometimes this is referred to as the “tall poppy syndrome.” Group 
dynamics often prevent anyone from rising above the rest. “Who do they 
think they are?” Others will talk about an emergency local leader. If an 
“expert” had come from outside the community and taught the same 
things as their native son, they would have been far more disposed to 
accept such teaching. 
        In both readings there is a recognition that the perceptions of others 
can strongly influence the exercise of prophetic and apostolic gifts within a 
faith community. Opposition and close mindedness can squelch the flow of 
the Spirit, while expressed belief in the untapped abilities of another can 
cause him or her to flourish in extraordinary ways with the power of God.

A Jesús, por el contrario, las 
limitadas expectativas de los suyos le impidieron realizar grandes hazañas 
en su ciudad natal. Pensando que conocían a Jesús por dentro y por fuera, 
obstaculizaron su capacidad de dejar que el poder de Dios obrara a través 
de él para su beneficio. A veces esto se conoce como el "síndrome de la 
amapola alta". La dinámica de grupo a menudo impide que alguien se 
eleve por encima de los demás. "¿Quién se creen que son?", dirán otros 
sobre un líder local emergente. Si un "experto" hubiera venido de fuera de 
la comunidad y hubiera enseñado lo mismo que su hijo nativo, estarían 
mucho más dispuestos a aceptar esa enseñanza. 
      En ambas lecturas se reconoce que las percepciones de los demás 
pueden influir mucho en el ejercicio de los dones proféticos y apostólicos 
dentro de una comunidad de fe. La oposición y la estrechez de miras 
pueden aplastar el flujo del Espíritu, mientras que la creencia expresa en 
las capacidades sin explotar de otra persona puede hacer que florezca de 
forma extraordinaria con el poder de Dios.

                                             St. Mark Ji Tianxiang – July 9 
 
      On Tuesday, July 9, the Church celebrates a lesser-known saint whose patronage is significant to us today. 

Most of us probably know someone or the family of someone who has suffered from drug addiction. St. Mark Ji 

Tianxiang is the patron saint of those suffering from drug addictions. 

  

     Ji was born in 1834 in Hebei, China. Ji was a devout Catholic and became a doctor. Ji contracted a painful 

stomach illness and medicated himself with opium. Soon after that, he was addicted and would remain so for the rest 

of his life. Our understanding of addiction as a disease and ways to manage and overcome it were not available to Ji. 

His inability to overcome his dependency was looked on as a moral failure.  

  

     Ji’s faith and devotion to God never wavered. He regularly went to confession, seeking forgiveness. Seeing no      

progress, his priest confessor believed Ji lacked the desire to live a Christian life and refused absolution. This continued 

for 30 years, and Ji remained committed to the Church. This resolve to be close to God showed his confessor that      

although Ji still struggled with addiction, he never lost the desire for God. He was then allowed to receive the          

Sacraments.  

      

 At the turn of the century, the Boxer Rebellion swept through China. This was an anti-foreign, anti-imperialist, 

and anti-Christian uprising. Ji and all his family were caught up in it. On July 7, 1900, 120 Christians in Ji’s area were  

rounded up. They were allowed to renounce their faith and live, but they all refused to deny Christ. Ji asked to be killed 

last so that he could provide strength to his family and friends as they were killed. Pope St. John Paul II canonized St. 

Mark Ji on October 1, 2000.

San Marcos Ji Tianxiang - 9 de julio 
   
    El martes 9 de julio, la Iglesia celebra a un santo menos conocido cuyo patronazgo es significativo para 

nosotros hoy. La mayoría de nosotros probablemente conoce a alguien o a la familia de alguien que ha sufrido adicción 

a las drogas.  San Marcos Ji Tianxiang es el patrón de los drogadictos. 

    

   Ji nació en 1834 en Hebei, China. Ji era un católico devoto y se hizo médico. Ji contrajo una dolorosa 

enfermedad estomacal y se medicó con opio. Poco después se hizo adicto y lo seguiría siendo el resto de su vida. Ji no 

conocía la adicción como enfermedad ni las formas de controlarla y superarla. Su incapacidad para superar su 

dependencia se consideró un fracaso moral.  

 

      La fe y la devoción de Ji por Dios nunca flaquearon. Se confesaba con regularidad en busca de perdón. Al no 

ver ningún progreso, su sacerdote confesor creía que Ji carecía del deseo de vivir una vida cristiana y le negaba la 

absolución. Esto continuó durante 30 años, y Ji siguió comprometido con la Iglesia. Esta determinación de estar cerca 

de Dios demostró a su confesor que, aunque Ji seguía luchando contra la adicción, nunca perdió el deseo de Dios.    

Entonces se le permitió recibir los Sacramentos.  

 

      A principios de siglo, la rebelión de los bóxers arrasó China. Fue un levantamiento anti extranjero, 

antiimperialista y anticristiano. Ji y toda su familia se vieron envueltos en ella. El 7 de julio de 1900, 120 cristianos de la 

zona de Ji fueron detenidos. Se les permitió renunciar a su fe y vivir, pero todos se negaron a renegar de Cristo. Ji 

pidió que lo mataran de último para poder dar fuerzas a su familia y amigos mientras los mataban. El Papa San Juan 

Pablo II canonizó a San Marcos Ji el 1 de octubre de 2000.
