A quiet time with Jesus to embrace the Spirit of Christ is in 
essence our time to invite Him into our hearts and to listen as He 
talks to us.

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Prayer and Fasting – Part 5  

 We have looked at fasting practices in the early Church and the Old and New Testaments.  
Why should we take up the practice? Fr. Dwight Longenecker calls us humans “physical-spiritual hybrids.” 
As such, we must attend to our physical and spiritual well-being. Ideally, they should be aligned and in 
harmony. For simplicity, let us consider fasting from food. It is essential, however, to remember that fasting 
from food requires you to be physically well. Fasting should be done in a balanced, thoughtful way. 
 
 When we are physically satiated, our spiritual side can become dull. Fasting can make us more 
aware of the spiritual realm and sharpen our senses. By fasting, we discipline our physical appetites to 
concentrate on the spiritual realm. When we gain self-mastery with food, we also become more  
self-controlled in other areas of our life. It is hard to take fasting seriously and be enslaved to other 
addictions.  
 
 We can easily fall into turning our prayers into an “ATM” visit with God. He wants us to bring our 
needs and desires to him in prayer, but He wants much more than just that. If we fast, we will think about 
what we are fasting from. When combined with prayer, each time we think about the food or meal we are 
fasting from, we will be reminded of the spiritual side of what we are praying to God for. We can then offer 
our desire for what we are fasting for as a spiritual sacrifice. We also show God our willingness and 
commitment to forego physical pleasure for God or someone we pray for.

¿Por qué debemos adoptar esta práctica? El P. Dwight Longenecker nos llama a los humanos "híbridos 
 físico-espirituales". Como tales, debemos atender a nuestro bienestar físico y espiritual. Lo ideal sería que 
estuvieran alineados y en armonía. Para simplificar, consideremos el ayuno de alimentos. Sin embargo, es 
esencial recordar que el ayuno de alimentos requiere estar físicamente bien. El ayuno debe realizarse de 
forma equilibrada y reflexiva. 
 
 Cuando estamos saciados físicamente, nuestro lado espiritual puede embotarse. El ayuno puede 
hacernos más conscientes del reino espiritual y agudizar nuestros sentidos. Al ayunar, disciplinamos 
nuestros apetitos físicos para concentrarnos en el reino espiritual. Cuando adquirimos autodominio con la 
comida, también nos volvemos más autocontrolados en otras áreas de nuestra vida. Es difícil tomarse en 
serio el ayuno y ser esclavo de otras adicciones.  
 
 Podemos caer fácilmente en convertir nuestras oraciones en una visita de "cajero automático" con 
Dios. Él quiere que le llevemos nuestras necesidades y deseos en oración, pero quiere mucho más que eso.
