GROW AS A DISCIPLE | prAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

It is no secret that Jesus often taught using parables; last Sunday

we heard three, and today there are more. Today's parables seemed
obscure until | focused on the repeating phrase “kingdom of heaven,”
which is likened to treasure, a pearl of great value, and then a fish net.
What a contrast! But when | thought about it longer, it made perfect
sense: The kingdom of heaven is the greatest treasure, one that should
compel us to give up everything like the person who finds treasure bur-
ied in a field or the merchant who buys the pearl, just to make sure we
have it in our possession. The kingdom is also seomething that requires
hard work, hence the analogy with fishermen throwing nets into the sea
to capture fish and then sort the good from the bad. Think of that net
as the predestination St. Paul mentions in today’s epistle. God predes-
tined mankind to be called to him, to be justified and glorified in his
name, yvet we all maintain free will to choose otherwise. So, at the end
of the age, when the angels “separate the wicked from the righteous,”
each of us will learn how precious the treasure of heaven is according to
the way we chose to pursue it during our lifetime.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

In the midst of the daily grind, heaven can seem so far removed from

our lives until it's Sunday and we're standing in pews during Mass. But
the kingdom of heaven isn’t contained within the single act of attending
Mass on Sundays. Jesus didn't say “attend church for one hour each week
and you're all set” - the parables he speaks today show people who put
in work, searching for treasure until they found it and did everything they
could to ensure they kept it. Jesus taught in parables in order to extend
his invitation to the kingdom of heaven to everyone who would listen.
With these parables, the kingdom is more of an encounter than an end
goal. When we are in a loving, prayerful relationship with God, we are
able to recognize and know the joy and the infinite value of the kingdom.
We are able to experience God’s kingdom in the day-to-day experiences
of our lives. We know that the kingdom can be found in Jesus, who is the
way. And we know that Jesus is here with us now.

INVITATION In the first reading Solomon said to God: “Give your
servant, therefore, an understanding heart.” Take a few minutes and read
Scolomon’s Prayer of Dedication for the temple that occurs a few verses
later in 1 Kings (8:22-61). In it, he asks God to be with his people always -
a prayer for us today as well.

Saints — Dedication of St. Mary Major

The Church celebrates feasts and memorials for Saints throughout the year. It also marks the
dedication of particular churches. The Basilica of St. Mary Major in Rome is one of them.

August 5™ is the date of the Dedication of St. Mary Major. It is also the date of celebrating the
lesser-known title of our Lady as Our Lady of Snows. The two are related. First, the Basilica of St. Mary
Major.

After the Council of Ephesus (431) declared Mary the Mother of God, Pope Celestine I commissioned
erecting a basilica to honor the holy Mother of God. The next Pope, Pope Sixtus III, consecrated the basilica
to the Virgin Mary on August 5th, 434.

The basilica has since become one of the four Papal Basilicas in Rome, along with St. Peter’s, St. John
Lateran, and St. Paul Outside the Walls. It is said that St. Mary Major is a place where art and spirituality
combine in perfect union.

The basilica was built on the top of Esquiline Hill in Rome. This is where Our Lady of the Snows
comes in. Legend has it that in 352, a Roman nobleman and his wife had no children but had been blessed
with many valuable possessions. They chose the Mother of God as the heir to their fortune. Pope Liberius
suggested they pray to her to make known how to accomplish this.

On the night of August 5, she appeared to the couple and the Pope directing them to build a church
in her honor on the crown of the Esquiline Hill. For the sign the nobleman had requested, she answered,
“Snow will cover the crest of the hill.” Despite summer, snow was visible in the morning on the top of the
hill. The snow fell in a unique pattern, showing the future church's outline! Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray
for us!

Santos - Dedicacion de Santa Maria la Mayor

La Iglesia celebra fiestas y conmemoraciones de santos a lo largo del afio. También marca la
dedicacion de iglesias particulares. La Basilica de Santa Maria la Mayor de Roma es una de ellas.

El 5 de agosto es la fecha de la dedicacion de Santa Maria la Mayor. También es la fecha en que se
celebra la advocacién menos conocida de Nuestra Sefiora como Nuestra Sefora de las Nieves. Ambas estan
relacionadas. En primer lugar, la Basilica de Santa Maria la Mayor.

Después de que el Concilio de Efeso (431) declarara a Maria Madre de Dios, el Papa Celestino I
encargo erigir una basilica en honor de la santa Madre de Dios. El siguiente Papa, Sixto III, consagro la
basilica a la Virgen Maria el 5 de agosto de 434.

Desde entonces, la basilica se ha convertido en una de las cuatro basilicas papales de Roma, junto
con San Pedro, San Juan de Letran y San Pablo Extramuros. Se dice que Santa Maria la Mayor es un lugar
donde el arte y la espiritualidad se combinan en perfecta union.

La basilica se construyd en la cima de la colina del Esquilino, en Roma. Aqui es donde entra en
escena Nuestra Sefiora de las Nieves. Cuenta la leyenda que en 352, un noble romano y su esposa no tenian
hijos pero habian sido bendecidos con muchas posesiones valiosas. Eligieron a la Madre de Dios como
heredera de su fortuna. El Papa Liberio les sugirié que le rezaran para que les diera a conocer como lograrlo.

En la noche del 5 de agosto, se aparecio a la pareja y al Papa ordenandoles que construyeran una
iglesia en su honor en la cima de la colina del Esquilino. A la sefial solicitada por el noble, ella respondio: "La
nieve cubrird la cresta de la colina". A pesar del verano, la nieve era visible por la mafiana en la cima de la
colina. La nieve caia en un patron Unico,imostrando el contorno de la futura iglesia! ilnmaculado Corazén de
Maria, ruega por nosotros!
