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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

Our readings today explore how faith begins and how faith
works. Faith begins with God’s initiative of love, together with God’s
promise about the future. The passage from Hebrews urges readers to
have an assured confidence in God, who promised and delivered a
legacy to Abraham. The book of Wisdom reminds readers of the God
who promised and delivered freedom from slavery during the Exodus.

In the Gospel passage from Luke, Jesus begins with the promise
that “your Father is pleased to give you the Kingdom,” before describing
how to live faithfully during times when God seems absent. God’s
promises mean that God is fully invested in our future. Living in these
promises, we can confidently let go of fear and insecurity. We can
anticipate that when God intervenes in our lives, it will be for our
benefit. And we can become God’s partners in fulfilling these divine
promises.

Do we truly let go of fear and insecurity? That is what we need
to do and spending daily time in prayer will help us accomplish this. Go
to Adoration and listen to our Father to help us.

FAITHFUL

Nineteenth Sunday in DISCIPLE
Ordinary Time

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | pPrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

Unlike with our other important relationships, God isn’t exactly
someone we can meet for coffee and look into his eyes while
having a conversation. Whether we talk to God in cur mind or
out loud, we recognize that even with a good prayer life it can
sometimes be difficult to cultivate and maintain a relationship
with God. Doubters and unbelievers are quick to remind us how
impossible it is to believe what we cannot see or hear, but today’s
readings also remind us that God doesn’t speak to us as another
human being would. Maybe he doesn’t speak with the booming
voice of a preacher or a politician, and maybe he doesn’t write
direct messages for us in the sky or sand, but God does speak.
Perhaps, like Elijah, we tend to expect God to communicate with
huge gestures, such as strong wind that crushes rocks, or earth-
quakes or fires; but we hear today that God spoke to Elijah in a
“tiny whispering sound.” It's not unlike a very good teacher who
doesn’t need to raise her voice to get her students” attention
when they lose focus — she has their respect and simply needs to
speak normally and calmly and the students quiet down, pay at-
tention, and listen. When we still our hearts and minds and listen,
in prayer, let us be confident we will hear God's voice.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Perhaps in order to hear God's voice in our lives we need to
fine-tune our “hearing.” First, how can we hear if we do not have
faith? Jesus called Peter out of the boat and into stormy waters,
and though he was able to walk on water for a time, Peter began
to sink because he became afraid. Doubt or fear can hamper our
ability to listen to the Lord clearly; don’t let it cloud your love for
Christ! Second, we must keep in mind the many ways God speaks
to us: his Word (the Bible), the writings of the saints and Church
Fathers, our Catholic Tradition, other people God has placed in our
lives, and the “tiny whispering sound” we might hear only within
our heart. Stay attuned to God's voice; the rewards are heavenly.

INVITATION Ignatian spirituality - meditations, prayers, and
contemplative practices - may help us recognize and truly hear the
still small voice of God in our lives. The Daily Examen is a prayerful
reflection on the events of the day which might help us identify
the movement of the Holy Spirit in those moments. Give it a try.

Saints — St. Maximilian Kolbe, August 14th

St. Maximilian Kolbe was born Raymond Kolbe in 1894 in Poland. As a boy,
he was mischievous. His mother, at one point, tired of his behavior, asked him,
“Raymond, what is to become of you?” He repeated this question soon after at

Church to the Blessed Mother. In a mystical experience, he saw Our Lady holding
| two crowns, a white one for purity and a red one for martyrdom. She asked him,
¥ “Which do you choose?” He replied, “I choose both.”

In 1910 he entered a Conventual Franciscan Seminary and took the name
Maximilian. He saw religious indifference as the poison of his time and recognized
| that his mission was to combat this. To accomplish this, he founded the Knights of
the Immaculata. Its purpose was to conquer all souls to Christ through Mary. Each
member was given a Miraculous Medal and prayed daily, the simple prayer
| inscribed on it. "O Mary conceived without sin, pray for us who have recourse to
thee,” adding, “especially for the enemies of the Church and those recommended
to you.”

In 1939 he was arrested by the Gestapo, and in 1941 he was transferred to Auschwitz. Since he
publicly acknowledged being a priest, many extra hardships were laid upon him. Later when the guards
selected ten prisoners to die as a result of another prisoner escaping, Fr. Kolbe volunteered to take the
place of a man who had his family with him. They were to be starved to death. Throughout this, he
encouraged and comforted the others. After two weeks, four were still alive, including Fr. Kolbe and
were given a lethal injection on August 14™,

In October of 1982, Pope John Paul II canonized Fr. Maximilian Kolbe as a martyr. St. Maximilian
Kolbe thus fulfilled the choice he requested from Our Lady, the crowns of purity and martyrdom. St.
Maximilian Kolbe, pray for us! Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us!

Santos - San Maximiliano Kolbe, 14 de Agosto

San Maximiliano Kolbe nacié como Raimundo Kolbe en 1894 en Polonia. De nifio era travieso. Su
madre, en un momento dado, cansada de su comportamiento, le preguntd: "Raimundo, équé va a ser de
ti?". Repltlo esta pregunta poco después en la Iglesia a la Virgen. En una experiencia m|st|ca VIO ala
Virgen con dos coronas, una blanca para la pureza y otra roja para el martirio. Ella le pregunto "¢Cuadl
eliges?". El respondio: "E|I]O las dos".

En 1910 ingresé en un seminario franciscano conventual y tomé el nombre de Maximiliano.
Considerd que la indiferencia religiosa era el veneno de su tiempo y reconoci6 que su mision era
combatirla. Para lograrlo, fundé los Caballeros de la Inmaculada. Su propdsito era conquistar todas las
almas para Cristo a traves de Marfa. Cada miembro recibia una Medalla Milagrosa y rezaba diariamente la
sencilla oracién |nscr|ta en ella. "Oh Maria sin pecado concebida, ruega por nosotros que recurrimos a
ti,", anadiendo: "especialmente por los enemigos de la Iglesia y 'los que te son recomendados".

En 1939 fue detenido por la Gestapo y en 1941 trasladado a Auschwitz. Como reconocia
publicamente ser sacerdote, le impusieron muchas penurias adicionales. Mas tarde, cuando los guardias
seleccionaron a diez prisioneros para morir como consecuencia de la fuga de otro, el P. Kolbe se ofrecié
voluntario para ocupar el lugar de un hombre que llevaba consigo a su familia. Iban a morir de hambre.
Durante todo este tiempo, animd y consold a los demas. Al cabo de dos semanas, cuatro de ellos seguian
vivos, incluido el P. Kolbe, y recibieron la inyeccion letal el 14 de agosto.

En octubre de 1982, el Papa Juan Pablo II canonizé martir al padre Maximiliano Kolbe. San
Maximiliano Kolbe cumplio asi la eleccion que pidio a la Virgen, las coronas de la pureza y del martirio.
San Maximiliano Kolbe, ruega por nosotros. iInmaculado Corazén de Maria, ruega por nosotros!
