Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

We reflect upon the voice of the prophet in this Sunday’s
readings. We hear of the suffering and the rescue of Jeremiah. We
hear how Jesus anticipates his suffering and death. As with
Jeremiah and Jesus, the prophets were sent by God to the leaders
and people of Israel. A prophet is one who speaks truth to the
powerful, exposing their darker hidden motives and injustices. The
prophet presents a way forward that aligns with God’s purposes. A
prophet can force people away from a comfortable neutrality or
indifference.

The prophet creates an urgency to make a choice: Are we
content with the status quo, or are we to change our ways and
pursue a new and better path? Today, we may also ask, how do
we identify and respond to prophets of our time? How might we
provide a prophetic voice in our Church and in our world?

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

The abundance of God’s love for us is what stood out for me in
our readings today. If we consider the concept of abundance
outside the Scriptures, it can be tricky. When we have it, does it
imply we have too much when others have too little? If we are
speaking of material things, then perhaps. But God'’s infinite and
merciful love for us resound in each of our readings today, and
this is cause for joy. In Isaiah, the Lord announces that he will
accept offerings from anyone who holds to his covenant, Jewish
or not. Saint Paul stresses that God’s mercy is for all, and Jesus,
after some back-and-forth with the Canaanite woman, heals the
woman's daughter because of her great faith. God never tires

of desiring healing and wholeness for alf his children, which is a
great gift. Let this gift of grace from God be a catalyst for us to
reach out in love to others so that we also can come to God's
“holy mountain and [be made] joyful in [his] house of prayer.”

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

How can we reach out in love to others as we called to do? Per-
haps we can start with our parish. Is there a ministry we have
read about in the bulletin that needs volunteers? Or a coordi-
nator? Perhaps it is time to ask God how we can be his instru-
ment in the world. We can start small. | will never forget when
my friend volunteered to run our Vacation Bible School one
summer. Of course, she turned to her friends to help her with
this daunting task! What she desperately needed was some-
one to go from classroom to classroom and lead the children

in song. Talk about out of my comfort zone! But she gave me
the music books and song suggestions, and pretty soon, “This
Little Light of Mine” was reverberating through the halls of the
school. | learned then and there that kids don’t notice the qual-
ity of your voice if you are joyful and enthusiastic. They love to
sing! Take a chance and get out there. You won’'t regret it.

PRAY Lord, Jesus Christ, give me the wisdom to view my
hands as extensions of yours. Give me eyes to see all people as
you see them. Help me to use my voice to praise you and bring
the truth of your goodness to everyone [ encounter. Give me
the strength to have unwavering faith. Amen.

Saints — St. Bernard of Clairvaux

On August 20", the church celebrates one of the Doctor’s of the Church, St.
Bernard of Clairvaux. He was born in 1090 in Burgandy, France. St. Bernard was a
mystic, an abbot, and co-founder of the Knights Templar. He was also instrumental
in reforming the Benedictine Order through the Cistercian Order.

St. Bernard is known for his eloquence in writing and speaking. He was
given the label of “Honey-mouthed doctor.” He wrote extensively on theology and
the Blessed Virgin Mary, to whom he had great love and devotion. He called Mary
the “Star of the Sea,” writing, “She, I say, is that shining and brilliant star, so much
needed, set in place above life’s great and spacious sea, glittering with merits, all
aglow with examples for our imitation.”

He wrote as well about her as mediatrix of God’s graces. In a homily, he wrote, “Let not her name
leave thy lips, never suffer it to leave thy heart. And that thou mayest more surely obtain the assistance of
her prayer, see that thou dost walk in her footsteps. With her for guide, thou shalt never go astray; while
invoking her, thou shalt never lose heart; while she holds thy hand, thou cannot fail; under her protection,
thou hast nothing to fear.”

Santos - San Bernardo de Claraval

El 20 de agosto, la Iglesia celebra a uno de los Doctores de la Iglesia, San Bernardo de Claraval.
Nacié en 1090 en Borgofia, Francia. San Bernardo fue mistico, abad y cofundador de los caballeros del
temple. También contribuyd a reformar la orden benedictina a través de la orden cisterciense.

San Bernardo es conocido por su elocuencia al escribir y hablar. Se le dio el calificativo de "doctor
de boca melosa". Escribid extensamente sobre teologia y sobre la Santisima Virgen Maria, a la que
profesaba gran amor y devocion. Llamé a Maria la "Estrella del Mar", escribiendo: "Ella, digo, es esa estrella
resplandeciente y brillante, tan necesaria, colocada sobre el grande y espacioso mar de la vida, reluciente
de méritos, toda resplandeciente de ejemplos para nuestra imitacion".

También escribié sobre ella como mediadora de las gracias de Dios. En una homilia, escribi6: "Que
su nombre no salga de tus labios, que nunca abandone tu corazdn. Y para obtener con mayor seguridad la
ayuda de su oracion, procura seguir sus huellas. Con ella como guia, nunca te extraviaras; mientras la
invoques, nunca perderas el animo; mientras te lleve de la mano, no podras fallar; bajo su proteccién, no
tienes nada que temer."
