Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
     Jesus poses the question “But who do you say I am?” in 
today’s Gospel passage. It is a question posed to Peter and the 
disciples, to Matthew’s first readers, and to the Church today. Peter’s 
confession of faith in Jesus as Christ and Son of God was a 
culmination of what the disciples had experienced in their life with 
Jesus thus far. Jesus affirms Peter’s declaration as a gift from God. 
But it was only the beginning of Peter’s understanding of what these 
words meant, and how the disciples saw themselves considering this 
truth. 
  As Jesus and the disciples turned toward Jerusalem and to 
the cross, the disciples perhaps pondered their own identity, together 
with their dawning understanding of Jesus’ identity. For us, the 
journey of faith, initiated and sustained by the Holy Spirit, means an 
ongoing reflection upon who Jesus is and who we are. 
  As last week we talked about the Eucharistic Revival, again 
we mention to register for this very special and wonderful event. The 
realization that Jesus is present in the Eucharist at each mass and we 
take the bread and wine the priest, during the Eucharist part of the 
Mass, blesses and turns the host and wine into the Body and Blood of 
Christ.

St. Monica and St. Augustine 
 
 This week the church celebrates a mother 
and her son, St. Monica (27th) and St. Augustine 
(28th).  St. Monica was married to a pagan who is 
said to have had a violent temper and many bad 
habits. She had three children who survived 
infancy, Augustine, Navigius, and Perpetua. Her 

husband was unwilling to have the children baptized. 
     Augustine fell into a life of sin. St. Monica prayed continually and shed many tears for his conversion. 
While at school, he fell in with the Manicheans and joined their ranks. St. Monica was upset that her son fell 
in with this heretical sect. Undeterred, her prayers and tears for his conversion never ceased.  
     She followed him to Rome and Milan. Here she met St. Ambrose. He was instrumental in the 
conversion of St. Augustine. Her prayers were finally answered when on the Easter Vigil in 387 he and his 
son, Adeodatus, were baptized in Milan.  St Monica died later that year.  
     Augustine became a priest and later the Bishop of Hippo in North Africa. He was the bishop there  
for 35 years until he died in 430. He preached and wrote with significant effect using his many intellectual 
abilities.  
     St. Monica and St. Augustine struggled with sin, as we all do. They both became saints, which is 
the goal for all of us. St. Monica, pray for us; St. Augustine, pray for us!
