We should pray for those who are
growing in their Faith. For the next two weekends the Eucharistic Revival
with be at the Oakland Cathedral.

GROW = AS A DISCIPLE | PrRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

Years ago, | was asked to take in a hound dog and | was happy to do so, but
it wasn't until | brought the dog home that | discovered how adamantly op-
posed my husband was to the idea. When asked, he had never said “no,” but
he thought | should just know he didn't want the dog. Obviocusly, we needed
to work on our communication skills! Proper communication and what it
means to love in relationship are what come to mind when | hear the start of
today’s Gospel. Jesus is instructing us on what to do when another angers,
hurts, or offends us. Mot surprisingly, it deesn’t include calling our sister or
best friend to vent, or posting about it on social media, regardiess of how
vaguely we word the situation. Instead we are to go to that person directly
and “tell him his fault between you and him alone.” If they listen, we have
won them over. How many times have others hurt us but we never bother to
tell them? How often do we simply assume the other person knows they have
done us wrong? We owe it to one another to be honest and upfront - to give
the other person a chance to apologize and us a chance to extend forgive-
ness. We also owe it to one another to be willing to receive them in charity,
open-hearted, when they come to us to speak of our faults.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

In the same way that the Gospel addresses speaking truth to another and
“winning them over,” the prophet Ezekiel recounts the Lord’s instruction to
him that he has a duty to “speak out to dissuade the wicked from his way.”
This, of course, was the role and mission of the prophets. To make known
the word and law of God and call the people to respond. A prophet warned,
counseled, taught, and encouraged. They called the people to cbedience to
God, denouncing idolatry, injustice, and empty rituals. Jesus himself came
as priest, prophet, and king and by our baptism, “the whole People of God
participates in these three offices of Christ and bears the responsibilities for
mission and service that flow from them.” (ccc 783 Through the centuries,
people have tried to do this in various ways — from passing laws to standing
on street corners with signs. But let’s remember that even as we are meant
to “speak out,” we are also meant to listen. We too must be re-converted

to the truth when we sin; we too must be dissuaded from our wicked ways.
This is how we best fulfill our prophetic mission.

PRAY \Witnessing to Christ in today's world sometimes feels overwhelm-
ing or hopeless. Spend some concerted time in prayer with the words from
today’s psalm: “If today you hear his voice, harden not your hearts.”

St. Teresa of Calcutta

September 5" is the feast day for St. Teresa of Calcutta, also known as
Mother Teresa. She was born in 1910 in the then-Ottoman Empire, modern-day
North Macedonia. She became aware of missionaries early on and was drawn
= towards that life. Soon after, she knew she should pursue a religious life.

. When she turned 18, she left for Ireland to join the Sisters of Loreto to

learn English and become a missionary. She arrived in India the next year and
began her novitiate. When she took her first religious vows in 1931, she chose the
name Teresa, after St. Therese of Lisieux, the patron saint of missionaries.

She enjoyed teaching in India but became more concerned with the severe poverty surrounding her
in Calcutta. This led her to leave the Sisters of Loreto and found the Missionaries of Charity. The new order
was to give “wholehearted free service to the poorest of the poor.” This she did for the remainder of her
life.

In 1979, she was the recipient of the Nobel Peace Prize. In her acceptance speech, she said, “The
greatest destroyer of peace today is the cry of the innocent unborn child. In the newspapers you read
numbers of this one and that one being killed, this being destroyed, but nobody speaks of the millions of
little ones who have been conceived to the same life as you and I, to the life of God, and we say nothing,
we allow it. To the nations who have legalized abortion, they are the poorest nations.”

Santa Teresa de Calcutta

El 5 de septiembre se celebra la festividad de Santa Teresa de Calcuta, también conocida como
Madre Teresa. Nacié en 1910 en el entonces Imperio Otomano, actual Macedonia del Norte. Conocié muy
pronto a los misioneros y se sintié atraida por esa vida. Poco después supo que debia seguir una vida
religiosa.

Cuando cumplié 18 afios, partié a Irlanda para unirse a las Hermanas de Loreto, aprender inglés y
convertirse en misionera. Al afio siguiente llegd a la India y comenzé el noviciado. Cuando hizo sus
primeros votos religiosos en 1931, eligié el nombre de Teresa, en honor a Santa Teresa de Lisieux, patrona
de los misioneros.

Disfruta ensefiando en la India, pero se preocupa mas por la pobreza que la rodea en Calcuta. Esto
la llevo a dejar las Hermanas de Loreto y fundar las Misioneras de la Caridad. La nueva orden debia prestar
"servicio gratuito de todo corazén a los mas pobres entre los pobres". Asi lo hizo durante el resto de su
vida.
