Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
 
 If you ever thought that living as a Christian was always going to 
be easy, today’s readings will convince you that this is not so. In the first 
reading from Ezekiel, the prophet was sent to convince the people in 
Jerusalem to return to God and God’s ways; he bore rejection as a result 
of fulfilling his mission.  
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus instructs his followers to work toward 
reconciliation when we have been wronged, rather than remaining 
caught in anger or disappointment. Saint Paul captures what lies behind 
these instructions—love. “Love does no evil to the neighbor; hence, love 
is the fulfillment of the law.” When we are tempted to walk away from a 
friend or  
co-worker with whom we disagree, or even more so when we worry that 
the person has turned away from the Lord, we are instead called to 
reach out in love. 
 This Gospel implies the need not only for fraternal correction but 
also for forgiveness; when we inform another of the ways they have 
hurt us, we are meant to be truly reconciled with them rather than 
holding it over them or imagining ourselves morally superior. Jesus’s 
instructions here are a recipe for letting go of grudges and moving on to 
fuller reconciliation.

           En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesús instruye a sus seguidores a 
trabajar hacia la reconciliación cuando hemos sido agraviados, en lugar 
de permanecer atrapados en la ira o la decepción. San Pablo capta lo 
que hay detrás de estas instrucciones: el amor. "El amor no hace mal al 
prójimo; por lo tanto, el amor es el cumplimiento de la ley". Cuando nos 
sentimos tentados a alejarnos de un amigo o compañero de trabajo con 
quien no estamos de acuerdo, o aún más cuando nos preocupa que la 
persona se haya alejado del Señor, en su lugar estamos llamados a 
tender la mano en amor. 
           Este Evangelio implica la necesidad no sólo de la corrección 
fraterna, sino también del perdón; cuando informamos a otro de las 
formas en que nos ha herido, se supone que debemos reconciliarnos 
verdaderamente con él, en lugar de guardarle rencor o imaginarnos 
moralmente superiores. Las instrucciones de Jesús aquí son una receta 
para dejar atrás los rencores y pasar a una reconciliación más plena.

Our Lady of Sorrows 

 
     September is the month of Our Lady of Sorrows, and September 15 is the 
day the Church recognizes Our Lady under this title. In the past, it was called The 7 
Sorrows of Our Lady. 
     The Seven Sorrows of Our Lady are The Prophecy of Simeon (Lk. 2:25-26, 
34-35), The Flight into Egypt (Mt. 2:13-15), The Loss of the Child Jesus for Three 
Days (Lk. 2:41-43, 46-48), Mary Meets Jesus on His Way to Calvary (Lk. 23:26-27), 
the Crucifixion and Death of Jesus (Jn. 19:25-27), Jesus Taken Down from the Cross 
(Jn. 19:31-34), and the Burial of Jesus (Mk. 15:43, 46). 

     Western Christianity has honored these Sorrows of Mary in various forms and dates since the 12th 
century. In 1814, Pope Pius VII introduced the feast to the General Roman Calendar on the third Sunday in 
September.  1913 Pope Pius X moved the feast to September 15, after the Feast of the Exaltation of the 
Holy Cross (Sept. 14), where it remains today.  
     As the Mother of the Suffering Servant (Is. 53), Mary bore these various sorrows throughout her 
life. She is the perfect advocate for us when we are dealing with the inevitable sufferings of life that come 
our way. A good prayer to her follows. 
     Our Lady of Sorrows, my heart aches for you and the pains that you suffered in your life. I know 
that these Sorrows help you to understand and care for all of us. As I face fears, pains, and temptations, I 
ask that you place my loved ones and me under the protection of your mantle. As my mother, show me   
how to love your Son even more. Help me to understand His Passion and Death better. Guide me to His 
Sacred Heart. Amen.

     Septiembre es el mes de Nuestra Señora de los Dolores, y el 15 de septiembre es el día en que la 
Iglesia reconoce a Nuestra Señora bajo este título. En el pasado, se llamaba Los 7 Dolores de Nuestra 
Señora. 
     Los Siete Dolores de Nuestra Señora son La Profecía de Simeón (Lc. 2:25-26, 34-35), La Huida a 
Egipto (Mt. 2:13-15), La Pérdida del Niño Jesús por Tres Días (Lc. 2:41-43, 46-48), María se encuentra con 
Jesús camino del Calvario (Lc. 23:26-27), la crucifixión y muerte de Jesús (Jn. 19:25-27), Jesús bajado de la 
cruz (Jn. 19:31-34) y el entierro de Jesús (Mc. 15:43, 46). 
     El cristianismo occidental ha honrado estos Dolores de María en diversas formas y fechas desde el 
siglo XII. En 1814, el Papa Pío VII introdujo la fiesta en el Calendario Romano General el tercer domingo de 
septiembre.  En 1913, el Papa Pío X trasladó la fiesta al 15 de septiembre, después de la Fiesta de la 
Exaltación de la Santa Cruz (14 de septiembre), donde permanece hoy.  
     Como Madre del Siervo sufriente (Is. 53), María soportó estos diversos dolores a lo largo de su vida. 
Ella es la abogada perfecta para nosotros cuando nos enfrentamos a los sufrimientos inevitables de la vida 
que nos salen al paso. Una buena oración a Ella es la siguiente 
     Nuestra Señora de los Dolores, me duele el corazón por ti y por los dolores que has sufrido en tu 
vida.
