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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

“You missed the point,” we might be tempted to shout at the
servant in today’s Gospel. His master had just forgiven a huge debt
when he cried for mercy, and yet, when given the opportunity to show
mercy himself, he instead acted violently and with retribution toward a
fellow servant. Certainly, he had missed the point of his master’s
merciful actions toward him and suffered the consequences as a result.
He missed the point.

He is not alone, however. We all “miss the point” sometimes—we
miss the point of God’s enduring covenant of love and miss the mark in
our call to live as though we are the Lord’s, for this is who we are. God's
love is always about what is just and right. As God'’s people, we are to
live and die for the Lord, forgive even when it doesn’t make sense to do
so, and leave the rest in God’s hands.

Jesus would never want a person to put themselves in an
abusive or dangerous situation. Rather the act of forgiving frees a
person to begin healing. Forgiveness does not always happen overnight.
Sometimes the response is immediate, like when the king in today’s
gospel forgave the servant on the spot. But oftentimes, forgiveness is a
longer process of acknowledging the harm, working through the feelings
and thoughts that were provoked, and praying for God'’s help.

Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us.

A veces la respuesta es inmediata, como cuando
el rey del evangelio de hoy perdono al siervo en el acto. Pero a menudo,
el perddén es un proceso mas largo en el que se reconoce el dafo, se
trabajan los sentimientos y pensamientos provocados y se reza pidiendo
la ayuda de Dios.

Forgiveness. It seems like a relatively simple concept, doesn’t
it? We ask our merciful Father for it every day when we pray the
Our Father: ... forgive us our trespasses...” Then reality hits, as
we remember the second part of that phrase: “...as we forgive
those who trespass against us ...” As we forgive others. Oh, that
long, hard road of forgiveness! Easier said than done. Some-
times those old sayings have some merit, don't they? And when
we look at today’s readings, there is nothing cryptic about them:
forgive not seven times but seventy-seven times, let go of wrath
and anger, forgive your brother and sister from your heart. Yes,
forgiveness is a simple concept, but it's not easy. Perhaps the
answer is to re-read today's Scriptures and ask the Holy Spirit to
give us the strength to put in the hard work if there is someone
in our lives to whom we need to offer our heartfelt forgiveness.

EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Bishop Robert Barron, in his Word on Fire Bible on the Gos-
pels, has four suggestions related to this Gospel on how to
become “a better forgiver.” The one that stood out to me
immediately is “forgive offenses quickly.” Don't let them fes-
ter and “settle deeply into your psyche.” This seems like very
sage advice because we can all have a tendency to “stew”
about things that are bothering us, which rarely makes them
better. Bishop Barron’s other suggestions are: Pay attention
to your own sins, go to confessions regularly, and offer for-
giveness through a concrete act or sign. Which brings us back
to the simplicity of it all: God will always forgive us, so we
must always forgive others. Doesn’t it make sense that to live
in the house of our merciful Father, we must emulate him and
have loving hearts rather than vengeful hearts?

© Examine your heart and take a hard look at whether
you are holding on to a wrong that was committed against
you. Take it to God in prayer. The more we open our hearts to
forgive others, the more at peace we can be. Ponder the last
words of today's reading from Sirach:
Think of the commandments, hate not your neighbor;
remember the Most High's covenant, and overlook faults.
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St. Pio of Pietrelcina (September 23)

St. Pio of Pietrelcina, known widely as Padre Pio, was born in Pietrelcina,
Italy, in 1887 as Francesco Forgione. He was the second oldest of five children. Two
of his siblings died in infancy. He was raised in a deeply devout Catholic family. They
attended daily Mass, prayed the Rosary nightly, and abstained from meat three days a week in honor of
Our Lady of Mount Carmel.

He was drawn to religious life early in his youth. When a Capuchin friar was preaching and seeking
donations in the area where Padre Pio lived, he was drawn to become a Franciscan friar. At 15, he entered
the novitiate of Capuchin friars at Marcone. He chose the name Pio after Pope Pius I, the patron saint of
Pietrelcina.

In 1910 he was ordained to the priesthood. In 1916, after recovering from iliness, which plagued
him throughout his life, he was sent to the Friary of Our Lady of Grace in San Giovanni Rotondo. Except for
a period of military service, he lived there until he died on September 23, 1968.

Padre Pio was a mystic and displayed many spiritual gifts throughout his life. He could read the
souls of those who came to him for confession. He spent much of his time as a priest hearing confessions.
He also received the stigmata, the wounds of Christ, on his body.

His now famous quote on the practical application of theology was, “Pray, hope, and don't worry.”
He was zealous in saving souls for Christ and devoted to the Blessed Virgin Mary. St. Padre Pio, pray for
us! Immaculate Heart of Mary, Pray for us!

San Pio de Pietrelcina, conocido como Padre Pio, nacid en Pietrelcina (Italia) en 1887 con el
nombre de Francesco Forgione. Era el segundo de cinco hermanos. Dos de sus hermanos murieron en la
infancia. Crecié en una familia catdlica muy devota. Asistian a misa todos los dias, rezaban el rosario todas
las noches y se abstenian de comer carne tres dias a la semana en honor de Nuestra Sefiora del Carmen.

Desde muy joven se sinti6 atraido por la vida religiosa. Cuando un fraile capuchino predicaba y
pedia donaciones en la zona donde el vivia el Padre Pio, le atrajo la idea de hacerse fraile franciscano. A
los 15 afios ingresé en el noviciado de frailes capuchinos de Marcone. Eligié el nombre de Pio en honor del
Papa Pio I, patrén de Pietrelcina.

En 1910 fue ordenado sacerdote. En 1916, tras recuperarse de una enfermedad que lo tormento
durante toda su vida, fue enviado al convento de Nuestra Sefiora de Gracia, en San Giovanni Rotondo.
Salvo un periodo de servicio militar, vivio alli hasta su muerte, el 23 de septiembre de 1968.

El Padre Pio era un mistico y mostré muchos dones espirituales a lo largo de su vida. Podia leer las
almas de quienes acudian a él para confesarse. Paso gran parte de su tiempo como sacerdote escuchando
confesiones. También recibid los estigmas, las llagas de Cristo, en su cuerpo.

Su ya famoso dicho sobre la aplicacidn practica de la teologia era: "Reza, espera y no te
preocupes". Era ansioso en salvar almas para Cristo y devoto de la Santisima Virgen Maria. San Padre Pio,
iruega por nosotros! Inmaculado Corazén de Maria, ruega por nosotros.
