Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,   
      
 Children are usually still quite young the first time they have 
occasion to shout, “That’s not fair!” At some point in our lives, we’ve 
probably all felt the bitterness of unfairness. Today’s readings agree 
that life isn’t always fair—yet, unexpectedly, invites us to rejoice!  
 We rejoice because God’s mercy is totally unfair: God lavishes 
us with forgiveness and love even when we deserve less. Both the 
reading from Isaiah and the psalm praise the great mercy of God, 
mercy that forgives our sins over and over. 
 In the Gospel parable, Jesus demonstrates that God longs to 
give good things to all of us, even to those who seem less worthy. 
When Saint Paul reflects on God’s goodness, embodied in Jesus 
Christ, he can hardly wait to enter his heavenly reward. 
 The gospel invites us to think instead of justice for all. We are 
called to turn our attention to the poor and care for their wellbeing, 
just a we are called to review our priorities and to educate ourselves 
on the root causes of poverty. Take some time this week to identify 
the structural barriers that perpetuate poverty in the United States.

Estamos llamados a dirigir nuestra atención a los pobres y a 
preocuparnos por su bienestar, del mismo modo que estamos 
llamados a revisar nuestras prioridades y a informarnos sobre las 
causas profundas de la pobreza. Dedica un tiempo esta semana a 
identificar las barreras estructurales que perpetúan la pobreza en 
Estados Unidos.

                                                     Cesáreo Gabaráin  
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St. Vincent de Paul – September 27 
 

    Many of us at Immaculate Heart of Mary have heard of St. Vincent de Paul. Perhaps you volunteer for the 
St. Vincent de Paul Society or donate food or other items. This week, on September 27th, the Church recognizes 
the Saint whose name is so easily identified with serving the poor.  
    Vincent was born in 1576 in Gascony, France, to a family of farmers. His parents noted that Vincent was 
wise and intelligent, so they sent him to be educated in Dax. After several years in school, a lawyer hired him as 
a tutor for his children. This allowed Vincent to continue his education. He was ordained a priest at age 24 and 
continued his education receiving a Doctor of Theology degree four years later.  
    On a voyage, Vincent was captured by pirates and sold as a slave in Tunis. He eventually escaped from 
slavery and returned to his priestly duties. He heard the confession of a dying peasant and it moved him in an 
unexpected way. He began to serve among the poor and peasant farmers. He organized some of the wealthy of 
Paris to aid him in serving the poor. He knew he needed to establish a lasting way for priests to serve this 
underserved population. This led to him founding the Congregation of the Mission and establishing seminaries.  
St. Vincent de Paul died on September 27, 1660. 
    In 1833, French university students established the Society of St. Vincent de Paul as a charitable 
organization dedicated to the service of the poor. It is present today in over 150 countries. St. Vincent de Paul, 
pray for us!

San Vicente de Paúl - 27 de septiembre 
 

    Muchos de nosotros en el Inmaculado Corazón de María hemos oído hablar de San Vicente de Paúl. Quizá 
seáis voluntarios de la Sociedad de San Vicente de Paúl o donéis alimentos u otros artículos. Esta semana, el 27 
de septiembre, la Iglesia reconoce al santo cuyo nombre se identifica tan fácilmente con el servicio a los pobres.  
    Vicente nació en 1576 en Gascuña, Francia, en el seno de una familia de agricultores. Sus padres 
observaron que Vicente era sabio e inteligente, por lo que lo enviaron a educarse a Dax. Tras varios años en la 
escuela, un abogado le contrató como tutor de sus hijos. Esto permitió a Vincent continuar su educación. Fue 
ordenado sacerdote a los 24 años y continuó su educación recibiendo el título de Doctor en Teología cuatro años 
más tarde.  
    En un viaje, Vicente fue capturado por piratas y vendido como esclavo en Túnez. Finalmente escapó de la 
esclavitud y volvió a sus deberes sacerdotales. Escuchó la confesión de un campesino moribundo, que le 
conmovió de forma inesperada. Comenzó a servir entre los pobres y los campesinos. Organizó a algunos de los 
ricos de París para que le ayudaran a servir a los pobres. Sabía que necesitaba establecer una forma duradera 
para que los sacerdotes sirvieran a esta población desatendida. Así fundó la Congregación de la Misión y creó 
seminarios. San Vicente de Paúl murió el 27 de septiembre de 1660. 
   En 1833, unos universitarios franceses crearon la Sociedad de San Vicente de Paúl como organización 
caritativa dedicada al servicio de los pobres. Hoy está presente en más de 150 países. ¡San Vicente de Paúl, 
ruega por nosotros! ¡Inmaculado Corazón Inmaculado de María, ruega por nosotros!
