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Dear families of the Immaculate Heart of Mary,

Today's readings do nothing less than reveal the secret to
happiness. To wet our appetite, Isaiah describes what paradise
feels like: “a feast of rich food and choice wines, juicy, rich foods,
and pure, choice wines.” In this paradise, says Isaiah, God dries
our tears and puts an end to death.

The psalm response lures us with its own descriptive words
for paradise: restful, refreshing, fearless, overflowing. Just when
all these extravagant images seem too good to be true.

Saint Paul’s letter brings us down to earth. St. Paul is
confident that he will one day be in heaven, but he knows just as
certainly that he is not there yet. His “secret” to happiness is to
trust in God'’s providence under every earthly circumstance.
Echoing Isaiah’s images of paradise, the Gospel promises that the
Lord has invited us all to the heavenly feast. Like Paul, may we
respond with trusting hearts.

How is your vision of heaven? What do you perceive
heaven to be like? That is definitely food for thought.

Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us.

| have about 75 first cousins (yes, really!), so | grew up accustomed to large
gatherings. “Feasts” in our family were almost an everyday kind of thing. So you
can imagine my initial reaction to today’s parable: Why would anyone refuse
such a grand invitation? Who doesn’t love a feast? As we know, however, with
parables, Jesus is giving us a message that is deeper than it first appears. Today
he uses the image of a wedding feast to explain God’s abundant generosity, and
the indifference or outright refusal this loving generosity is often met with. Yes,
we enjoy sharing food with family and friends, but are we always gracious re-
cipients of God's love and bounty? Are we prepared, and properly disposed, to
receive it? (Think of the graces we receive in the sacraments, especially confes-
sion.) The kingdom of heaven is the banquet to which we are all invited, and too
often we can become busy with our material lives and not notice this ongoing
invitation. Or we push it out of our minds, or gad about in the wrong garments
(of sin, and not grace). Let us open our ears and our hearts to God’s loving invi-
tation, strive to be holy people, and share this gift with those around us.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

We learn from today’s readings that the kingdom of heaven can be likened to

a sumptuous banquet. Isaiah, in the first reading, says it well, proclaiming, “The
Lord of hosts will provide for all peoples a feast of rich food and choice wines.”
Isaiah then moves from imagery of food to talk about how God will destroy
death forever and wipe away all tears, In other words, God has saved his people,
and offers us his constant presence and the gift of eternal life. But we must re-
spond to God's generosity in the proper manner so we are prepared to enter the
kingdom when the time comes. Making our relationship with Jesus our number
one priority will prepare us well to receive and respond to this invitation. From
this we will see how our other priorities naturally change and how God always
provides. As St. Paul says in his Letter to the Philippians: “My God will fully sup-
ply whatever you need, in accord with his glorious riches in Christ Jesus.”

St. Luke the Evangelist — October 18

This week, the Church celebrates the Gospel writer and author of the Acts of
¥ the Apostles, St. Luke. He is unique among the authors of the New Testament as he
P is the only Gentile. St. Paul mentions Luke in several of his epistles, referring to him
as a physician in hIS epistle to the Colossians. He also lists him among other Gentile companions.

The exact birthday of St. Luke is unknown; it is believed he was born between 1 and 16 AD in
Antioch, Syria, modern-day Turkey. Tradition holds that he died in 84 in Greece.

The Gospel According to St. Luke is beautifully written and arranged logically. It begins with the
infancy narrative and is followed by preparations for ministry, the Galilean ministry, the Journey to Jerusalem,
Passion Week, and Jesus’ Resurrection, and Ascension. The Acts of the Apostles traces the first thirty years
of the early Church, from Jesus’ Ascension in Jerusalem to St. Paul’s imprisonment in Rome.

St. Luke’s Gospel contains details about Mary and Jesus not found in the others. These include the
Annunciation (1:26-38) and the only story about Jesus’ childhood experience in the temple when he was 12
(2:41-51). This has led many to believe that Mary herself was a primary source for St. Luke. Some of
Scripture's most beautiful hymns are recorded only by St. Luke, Mary’s Magnificat (1:46-55), Zechariah’s
Benedictus (1:68-79), Simeon’s Nunc Dimittis (2:29-35), and the Gloria (2:14) sung by the angels on
Christmas night.

San Lucas Evangelista - 18 de octubre

Esta semana, la Iglesia celebra al evangelista y autor de los Hechos de los Apostoles, San Lucas. Es el
Unico gentil entre los autores del Nuevo Testamento. San Pablo menciona a Lucas en varias de sus epistolas,
refiriéndose a él como médico en su epistola a los Colosenses. También lo menciona entre otros companeros
gentiles.

Se desconoce la fecha exacta de nacimiento de San Lucas; se cree que nacié entre el 1y el 16 d.C.
en Antioquia de Siria, actual Turquia. La tradicién sostiene que murid en el afio 84 en Grecia.

El Evangelio segin San Lucas esta bellamente escrito y ordenado de forma ldgica. Comienza con el
relato de la infancia y sigue con los preparativos para el ministerio, el ministerio galileo, el viaje a Jerusalén,
la Semana de la Pasidn, la Resurreccion y la Ascension de Jesus. Los Hechos de los Apdstoles narran los
primeros treinta anos de la Iglesia primitiva, desde la Ascension de Jesus a Jerusalén hasta el
encarcelamiento de San Pablo en Roma.

El Evangelio de San Lucas contiene detalles sobre Maria y Jesus que no se encuentran en los demas.
Entre ellos, la Anunciacién (1:26-38) y el Unico relato sobre la experiencia infantil de Jesus en el templo
cuando tenia 12 afos (2:41-51). Esto ha llevado a muchos a creer que la propia Maria fue una fuente
primaria para San Lucas. Algunos de los himnos mas bellos de las Escrituras sélo los recoge San Lucas: el
Magnificat de Maria (1:46-55), el Benedictus de Zacarias (1:68-79), el Nunc Dimitis de Simedn (2:29-35) y el
Gloria (2:14) que cantan los angeles en la noche de Navidad.

THE ROSARY PART I

The Rosary is made up of twenty "mysteries" (significant events or moments in the life of Jesus and Mary),
which, following the Apostolic Letter Rosarium Virginis Mariae, are grouped into four series. The first contains joyful
mysteries (recited on Mondays and Saturdays); the second, the mysteries of light (Thursdays); the third,
tShe gorr;;wful mysteries (Tuesdays and Fridays); and the fourth, the glorious mysteries (Wednesdays and

undays).

First Joyful Mystery: The Annunciation

"In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee named Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed to a
man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin's name was Mary" (Lk 1:26-27)

Second Joyful Mystery: The Visitation

"In those days Mary arose and went with haste into the hill country, to a city of Judah, and she entered the house of
Zechariah and greeted Elizabeth. And when Elizabeth heard the greeting of Mary, the babe leaped in her womb; and
Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Spirit and she exclaimed with a loud cry, 'Blessed are you among women, and blessed
is the fruit of your womb!"" (Lk 1:39-42).

Third Joyful Mystery: The Birth of Our Lord

"In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be enrolled. This was the first
enrolment, when Quirinius was governor of Syria. And all went to be enrolled, each to his own city. And Joseph also
went up from Galilee, from the city of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of David, which is called Bethlehem, because he
was of the house and lineage of David, to be enrolled with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. And while they
were there, the time came for her to be delivered. And she gave birth to her first-born son and wrapped him in
swaddling cloths, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the inn"(Lk 2:1-7).

Fourth Joyful Mystery: The Presentation in the Temple

"And at the end of eight days, when he was circumcised, he was called Jesus, the name given by the angel before he
was conceived in the womb. And when the time came for their purification according to the law of Moses, they brought
him up to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord (as it is written in the law of the Lord, Every male that opens the womb
shall be called holy to the Lord") and to offer a sacrifice according to what is said in the law of the Lord, @ pair of
turtledoves, or two young pigeons" (Lk 2:21-24).

Fifth Joyful Mystery: The finding of Jesus in the temple

"Now his parents went to Jerusalem every year at the feast of the Passover. And when he was twelve years old, they
went up according to custom; and when the feast was ended, as they were returning, the boy Jesus stayed behind in
Jerusalem. His parents did not know it ...

After three days they found him in the temple, sitting among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions;
and all who heard him were amazed at his understanding and his answers" (Lk 2:41-47).

El Rosario se compone de veinte "misterios" (acontecimientos o momentos significativos de la vida de JesUs y
Maria) que, siguiendo la Carta Apostdlica Rosarium Virginis Mariae, se agrupan en cuatro series. La primera contiene los
misterios gozosos (se recitan los lunes y los sabados); la segunda, los misterios de la luz (los jueves); la tercera, los
misterios dolorosos (los martes y los viernes); y la cuarta, los misterios gloriosos (los miércoles y los domingos).

Primer misterio gozoso: La Anunciacion

"En el sexto mes, el angel Gabriel fue enviado por Dios a una ciudad de Galilea llamada Nazaret, a una virgen
desposada con un hombre llamado José, de la casa de David; el nombre de la virgen era Maria" (Lc 1, 26-27).
Segundo misterio gozoso: La Visitacién

"En aquellos dias, Maria se levanto y se fue de prisa a la region montafiosa, a una ciudad de Juda; entrd en casa de
Zacarias y saludd a Isabel. Al oir Isabel el saludo de Maria, el nifio saltod en su seno; e Isabel se llené del Espiritu Santo
y exclamo a gran voz: "Bendita tl entre las mujeres y bendito el fruto de tu vientre™. (Lc 1, 39-42).

Tercer Misterio Gozoso: El Nacimiento de Nuestro Senor

"En aquellos dias, César Augusto promulgd un decreto por el que se inscribia a todo el mundo. Este fue el primer
empadronamlento cuando Quirino era gobernador de Siria. Y todos fueron a empadronarse, cada uno a su ciudad.
También José subid de Galilea, de la ciudad de Nazaret, a Judea, a la ciudad de David, que se llama Belén, por ser de la
casa y linaje de David, para empadronarse con Maria, su prometlda que estaba encinfa. Y mientras estaban alli, llegd el
momento de dar a luz. Dio a Iuz a su hijo prlmogemto lo envolvid en panales y lo acostd en un pesebre, porque no
habia sitio para ellos en la posada” (Lc 2, 1-7).

Cuarto misterio gozoso: La Presentacion en el Templo

"Y al cabo de ocho dias, cuando fue circuncidado, le pusieron por nombre Jesus, el nombre dado por el angel antes de

ser concebido en el seno materno. Y cuando llegd el tiempo de su purificacién segun la ley de Moisés, lo llevaron a
Jerusalén para presentarlo al Seifor (como esta escrito en la ley del Sefior: 'Todo vardn que abre la matriz sera llamado
santo para el Sefor') y para ofrecer un sacrificio segun lo que esta dicho en la ley del Sefor: 'un par de tortolas o dos
pichones de paloma™ (Lc 2, 21-24).

Quinto Misterio Gozoso: El hallazgo de Jesis en el templo

"Sus padres iban todos los afios a Jerusalén en la fiesta de la Pascua. Cuando cumplié doce afos, subieron segun la
costumbre; y cuando termind la fiesta, al volver ellos, el nifio Jesus se quedo en Jerusalén. Sus padres no lo sabian...
Al cabo de tres dias le encontraron en el templo, sentado en medio de los maestros, escuchandoles y haciéndoles
preguntas; y todos los que le oian se asombraban de su inteligencia y de sus respuestas" (Lc 2, 41-47). 10
