It strikes me that our readings today are about “belonging.”

It may seem like a simple concept, but in practice its meaning
and ramifications run deep. Picture a young child coming home
after a day at school or child care: He or she may even audibly
let out a sigh of relief at the familiar surroundings, the presence
of Mom and/or Dad, and all that they hold dear. Is it so different
for us? We are God's, we belong to him. In the first reading God
tells Cyrus, “l have called you by your name.” And Jesus says to
repay “to God what belongs to God.” How do we do that? We,
who have been called by name by virtue of our baptism, do this
by putting God first in our lives. By loving God with all our heart,
soul, and mind. And by giving him not the leftovers, but the first
fruits of our talents, our treasure, and our time. Spend some
time in prayer with God today and listen to the words he writes
upon your heart.

We have been chosen by God to spread his Good News in
the world. We are his witnesses. Sound intimidating? | took
comfort in the words from Saint Paul in the second reading:

Pope St. John Paul II — October 22

Karol Wojtyla was born in Poland in 1920. He was the youngest of three children.
His older sister died before he was born. His mother died when he was eight. His older
brother, whom he was close to, died when Karol was thirteen. He was a physician
treating scarlet fever patients, thus showing Karol the meaning of sacrificing oneself for the good of others.

In 1942, after his father died and during World War II, he joined a clandestine underground
seminary in Krakow. He was ordained to the priesthood in 1946. He was sent to Rome for further studies,
returning to Poland in 1948.

In 1958, Pope Pius XII appointed him as an auxiliary bishop of Krakow. He participated in the
Second Vatican Council. In 1964, Pope Paul VI appointed him Archbishop of Krakow. In 1967, he was
elevated to a Cardinal. Following the death of Pope Paul VI, he voted in the papal conclave, electing Pope
John Paul I, who died 33 days later. In the subsequent conclave, Karol Wojtyla was elected Pope and chose
the name John Paul II. He was the first non-Italian pope in 455 years.

Pope John Paul II had a deep devotion to our Blessed Mother and the Rosary. His papal motto,
Totus tuus, Latin for totally yours, comes from St. Louis de Montfort’s 7rue Devotion to Mary. He also
introduced the Luminous Mysteries to the Rosary in 2002 with his apostolic letter, Rosarium Virginis Mariae.

Papa San Juan Pablo II - 22 de octubre

clandestino de Cracovia. Fue ordenado sacerdote en 1946. Fue enviado a Roma para proseguir sus
estudios, y regresé a Polonia en 1948.

En 1958, el Papa Pio XII le nombré obispo auxiliar de Cracovia. Participd en el Concilio Vaticano II.
En 1964, Pablo VI le nombro arzobispo de Cracovia. En 1967, fue elevado a cardenal. Tras la muerte del
Papa Pablo VI, voto en el cdnclave papal, eligiendo al Papa Juan Pablo I, que muri6 33 dias después. En el
cdnclave posterior, Karol Wojtyla fue elegido Papa y eligié el nombre de Juan Pablo II. Fue el primer Papa
no italiano en 455 afios.

Juan Pablo II sentia una profunda devocién por la Virgen Maria y el Rosario. Su lema papal,

Totus tuus, que en latin significa totalmente tuyo, proviene de la Verdadera Devocidn a Maria de San Luis
de Montfort. También introdujo los Misterios Luminosos en el Rosario en 2002 con su carta apostdlica,
Rosarium Virginis Mariae.

THE ROSARY PART 11

The Rosary is made up of twenty "mysteries" (significant events or moments in the life of Jesus and Mary),
which, following the Apostolic Letter Rosarium Virginis Mariae, are grouped into four series.

The first contains joyful mysteries (recited on Mondays and Saturdays); the second, the mysteries of
light (Thursdays); the third, the sorrowful mysteries (Tuesdays and Fridays); and the fourth,

the glorious mysteries (Wednesdays and Sundays).

First Mystery of Light:

The Baptism in the Jordan.

"And when Jesus was baptized, he went up immediately from the water, and behold, the heavens were
opened and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and alighting on him; and lo, a voice from
heaven, saying, 'This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well-pleased™ (Mt 3:16-17).

Second Mystery of Light:

The wedding feast of Cana.

"On the third day there was a marriage at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there; Jesus also
was invited to the marriage, with his disciples. When the wine failed, the mother of Jesus said to him, "They
have no wine." And Jesus said to her, 'O woman, what have you to do with me? My hour has not yet come.'
His mother said to the servants, 'Do whatever he tells you™ (Jn 2:1-5).

Third Mystery of Light:

The proclamation of the kingdom of God.

"The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent, and believe in the gospel" (Mk 1:15).
Fourth Mystery of Light:

The Transfiguration.

"And after six days Jesus took with him Peter and James and John his brother, and led them up a high
mountain apart. And he was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, and his garments
became white as light" (Mt 17:1-2).

Fifth Mystery of Light:

The institution of the Eucharist.

Now as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed, and broke it and gave it to the disciples and said,
“take eat; rhi is my body.” (Mt 26:26)
