There is a feminine
personification of God as Wisdom, Psalm 63 and the intimate
thirsting for God, the letter to the Thessalonians on believing in
Christ, and Matthew’s parable of the wise and foolish virgins.

In the world of instant everything, we are not good about
being patient, and our follow-through can be terrible. But each
reading in its own way promises us that if we diligently seek God,
we will be blessed and rewarded, and that it is worth the work and
the wait!

Pray this week for patience. Pray to God for his help to wait
in anticipation of our rewards of His love and understanding.

Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us.

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | prAY, 5TUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

I'll always remember that first Easter after my Dad passed away. It was
when the promise of the resurrection truly hit home. Sure, | had always
believed in heaven and that everyone had the possibility of spending
eternity there, but until my Dad died, it had all been theoretical. Now, it
was personal. Someone | loved deeply had left this world, but because
of Christ's sacrifice, he had the opportunity to go to paradise, someplace
where we will hopefully be reunited someday. | believe that’s what St.
Paul is talking about in today’s second reading. We do “not grieve like
the rest, who have no hope.” We have hope! We have hope for our family,
for our friends - for our very selves! - that we will rise again and spend
eternity with the Lord and with those we love. Paul writes elsewhere,
“Where, O death, is your sting?" ¢ cor 15:55) The sting of death is sin, Paul
says, but Christ has won the victory over it. In being baptized into Christ,
we share in that victory, and we are inheritors of the promise of eternal
life that comes from death’s defeat.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

The parable in today's Gospel is a reminder that while Christ has
opened the gates of heaven for us, we must be ready to accept that
gift and walk through them. In the parable of the ten virgins, we see
how all fell asleep while waiting for the bridegroom to arrive. When he
did show up, five were ready with oil for their lamps while five were
sent scurrying to buy some. As a result, those who were not ready
missed the opening of the doors and were locked out of the wedding
feast. “Therefore, stay awake, for you know neither the day nor the
hour,” Jesus admonishes us. Are you awake? Will you be ready to enter
the wedding feast when the door is opened to you? There is nothing
wrong with enjoying God'’s creation and gifts here on earth, but we
must guard against getting so caught up in the things of this world
that we forget to prepare for the next.

PRAY The ten virgins needed oil for their lamps to be ready for the
bridegroom, but we need a clean heart and a steadfast spirit, as Psalm

51 tells us. (12) We get that by setting aside regular time for prayer and
making a point to regularly receive the sacraments, including the recep-
tion of the body and blood of Jesus in the Eucharist and his forgiveness
within the sacrament of reconciliation. Making time for the Lord now

will mean we are ready for his return later. 8




St. Frances Xavier Cabrini — November 13

On November 13, the Church celebrates St. Frances Xavier Cabrini. She was born Maria Francesca
Cabrini in 1850 in Lombardy, Italy. She was one of thirteen children born to farming parents. She was born
two months premature and was suffered from frail health for the remainder of her life. She was fascinated
by missionaries throughout her childhood.

Her parents died when she was twenty years old. She became a teacher and hoped to join the
Daughters of the Sacred Heart of Jesus but was denied due to her frail health. She became the
headmistress of a religious orphanage at the urging of a priest friend. She took religious vows several years
later, adding the name Xavier after the Jesuit saint, the patron saint of missionary service.

In 1880, she and seven other religious women founded the Missionary Sisters of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, and she remained the Superior General until her death. In 1887, she petitioned Pope Leo XIII for
approval to establish missions in China. He urged her to go west rather than east, to the United States to
help the many Italian immigrants going there. She arrived in 1889.

She overcame many difficulties and obstacles with prayer and a resourceful spirit. She founded 67
missionary institutions to serve the sick and the poor throughout the United States and others in Latin
America and Europe. Mother Cabrini became a United States Citizen in 1909 and died in Chicago in 1917. In
1946, she became the first United States citizen canonized by the Church. St. Frances Cabrini, pray for us!

Santa Francisca Javier Cabrini - 13 de noviembre

El 13 de noviembre, la Iglesia celebra Santa Francisca Javier Cabrini. Nacié como Maria Francisca
Cabrini en 1850 en Lombardia, Italia. Era una de los trece hijos de padres agricultores. Nacié dos meses
prematura y tuvo una salud fragil durante el resto de su vida. Durante toda su infancia sinti6 fascinacion por
los misioneros.

Sus padres murieron cuando ella tenia veinte afios. Se convirtid en maestra y esperaba ingresar en
las Hijas del Sagrado Corazdn de Jesus, pero su fragil salud se lo impidid. A instancias de un amigo
sacerdote, se convierte en directora de un orfanato religioso. Unos afios mas tarde, toma los votos
religiosos y anade el nombre de Javier, en honor al santo jesuita, patrén del servicio misionero.

En 1880, fundd con otras siete religiosas las Hermanas Misioneras del Sagrado Corazon de Jesus, de
las que fue superiora general hasta su muerte. En 1887, solicit6 al Papa Ledn XIII la aprobacién para
establecer misiones en China. El la inst6 a ir al oeste en lugar de al este, a Estados Unidos, para ayudar a
los muchos inmigrantes italianos que iban alli. Llegd en 1889.

THE ROSARY — PART 1V

The Rosary is made up of twenty "mysteries" (significant events or moments in the life of Jesus and
Mary), which, following the Apostolic Letter Rosarium Virginis Mariae, are grouped into four series.

The first contains joyful mysteries (recited on Mondays and Saturdays); the second, the mysteries of
light (Thursdays); the third, the sorrowful mysteries (Tuesdays and Fridays); and the fourth,

the glorious mysteries (Wednesdays and Sundays).

First Glorious Mystery: The Resurrection.

"But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the spices which they had
prepared. And they found the stone rolled away from the tomb, but when they went in they did not find
the body. While they were perplexed about this, behold, two men stood by them in dazzling apparel; and
as they were frightened and bowed their faces to the ground, the men said to them, 'Why do you seek
the living among the dead? He is not here, but has risen™ (Lk 24:1-5).

Second Glorious Mystery: The Ascension.

"So then the Lord Jesus, after he had spoken to them, was taken up into heaven, and sat down at the
right hand of God" (Mk 16:19).

Third Glorious Mystery: The descent of the Holy Spirit.

"When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place. And suddenly a sound came
from heaven like the rush of a mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. And there
appeared to them tongues as of fire, distributed and resting on each one of them. And they were all filled
with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance" (Acts 2:1-4).
Fourth Glorious Mystery: The Assumption.

"Henceforth all generations will call me blessed; for he who is mighty has done great things for

me" (Lk 1:48-49).

Fifth Glorious Mystery: The crowning of Our Lady Queen of Heaven.

"And a great portent appeared in heaven, a woman clothed with the sun, with the moon under her feet,
and on her head a crown of twelve stars" (Rev12:1).

EL ROSARIO — PARTE IV

El Rosario se compone de veinte "misterios” (acontecimientos o momentos significativos en la vida de
Jesus y Maria) que, siguiendo la Carta Apostdlica Rosarium Virginis Mariae, se agrupan en cuatro series.
La primera contiene los misterios gozosos (que se recitan los lunes y sabados), la segunda, los misterios
de luz (jueves); la tercera, los misterios dolorosos (martes y viernes); y la cuarta, los misterios gloriosos
(miércoles y domingos).

Primer Misterio Glorioso:La Resurreccion.

"El primer dia de la semana, al amanecer, fueron al sepulcro llevando las especias que habian preparado.
Encontraron la piedra remowda del sepulcro pero al entrar no hallaron el cuerpo. Mientras estaban
perplejas por esto, he aqui que se les presentaron dos hombres con vestidos deslumbrantes; y como ellas
se asustaran e |ncI|naran el rostro a tierra, los hombres les dijeron: "¢Por qué buscais entre los Muertos
al que vive? No esta aqui, sino que ha resucitado” (Lc 24,1-5).

Segundo misterio glorioso: La Ascension.

"El Seior Jesus, después de hablarles, fue elevado al cielo y se sent6 a la derecha de Dios" (Mc 16,19).
Tercer Misterio Glorioso: El descenso del Espiritu Santo.

"Cuando llegé el dia de Pentecostés, estaban todos reunidos en un mismo lugar. Y de repente vino del
cielo un estruendo como de un viento impetuoso, que llend toda la casa donde estaban sentados. Y se
les aparecieron lenguas como de fuego, repartidas y posadas sobre cada uno de ellos. Todos quedaron
llenos del Espiritu Santo y comenzaron a hablar en otras lenguas, segun el Espiritu les daba que
hablasen" (Hch 2,1-4).

Cuarto misterio glorioso: La Asuncion.

"En adelante todas las generaciones me llamaran bienaventurado, porque el que es poderoso ha hecho
grandes cosas por mi" (Lc 1,48-49).

Quinto Misterio Glorioso: La coronacién de Nuestra Sefiora Reina del Cielo.

"Aparecio en el cielo un gran portento: una mujer vestida del sol, con la luna bajo sus pies, y sobre su
cabeza una corona de doce estrellas" (Ap 12,1 ). 10

Communion Guidelines:

Those who receive Communion may receive either in the hand or on the tongue, and the decision
should be that of the individual receiving, not of the person distributing Communion. If Communion is
received in the hand, the hands should first of all be clean. If one is right-handed the left hand should rest
upon the right.

The host will then be laid in the palm of the left hand and then taken by the right hand to the
mouth. If one is left-handed this is reversed. It is not appropriate to reach out with the fingers and take the
host from the person distributing.

Pautas Para la communion:

Esta norma se basa en una Instruccién de la Santa Sede sobre la Eucaristia: "En la distribucion
de la sagrada Comunion se debe recordar que 'los ministros sagrados no pueden negar los sacramentos
a quienes los pidan de modo oportuno, estén bien dispuestos y no les sea prohibido por el derecho
recibirlos' (Codigo de Derecho Candnico, c. 843 § 1; cf. c. 915).

Por consiguiente, cualquier bautizado catdlico, a quien el derecho no se lo prohiba, debe ser
admitido a la sagrada Comunidn. Asi pues, no es licito negar la sagrada Comunion a un fiel, por ejemplo,
sélo por el hecho de querer recibir la Eucaristia arrodillado o de pie" (Redemptionis Sacramentum, n. 91).
