GROW AS A DISCIPLE | prAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

I'll always remember that first Easter after my Dad passed away. It was
when the promise of the resurrection truly hit home. Sure, | had always
believed in heaven and that everyone had the possibility of spending
eternity there, but until my Dad died, it had all been theoretical. Now, it
was personal. Someone | loved deeply had left this world, but because
of Christ’s sacrifice, he had the opportunity to go to paradise, someplace
where we will hopefully be reunited someday. | believe that’s what St.
Paul is talking about in today’s second reading. We do “not grieve like
the rest, who have no hope." We have hope! We have hope for our family,
for our friends - for our very selves! - that we will rise again and spend
eternity with the Lord and with those we love. Paul writes elsewhere,
“Where, O death, is your sting?" (1 Cor 15:55) The sting of death is sin, Paul
says, but Christ has won the victory over it. In being baptized into Christ,
we share in that victory, and we are inheritors of the promise of eternal
life that comes from death'’s defeat.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

The parable in today's Gospel is a reminder that while Christ has
opened the gates of heaven for us, we must be ready to accept that
gift and walk through them. In the parable of the ten virgins, we see
how all fell asleep while waiting for the bridegroom to arrive. When he
did show up, five were ready with oil for their lamps while five were
sent scurrying to buy some. As a result, those who were not ready
missed the opening of the doors and were locked out of the wedding
feast. “Therefore, stay awake, for you know neither the day nor the
hour,” Jesus admonishes us. Are you awake? Will you be ready to enter
the wedding feast when the door is opened to you? There is nothing
wrong with enjoying God's creation and gifts here on earth, but we
must guard against getting so caught up in the things of this world
that we forget to prepare for the next.

PRAY The ten virgins needed oil for their lamps to be ready for the
bridegroom, but we need a clean heart and a steadfast spirit, as Psalm
51 tells us. (12) We get that by setting aside regular time for prayer and
making a point to regularly receive the sacraments, including the recep-
tion of the body and blood of Jesus in the Eucharist and his forgiveness
within the sacrament of reconciliation. Making time for the Lord now
will mean we are ready for his return later.




Presentation of the Blessed Virgin Mary — November 21

On November 21%, the Universal Church celebrates the feast of the Presentation of the
Blessed Virgin Mary. In the Eastern Orthodox Church, it is called the Entry of the Most Holy
Theotokos into the Temple. The feast originated with the dedication of St. Mary the New Basilica in
543 near the site of the destroyed Temple in Jerusalem. This Basilica was destroyed in the Siege of
Jerusalem in 614. The East has celebrated the feast continuously since then, while the feast has
fallen off and been restored several times in the Roman Church’s calendar. In 1974, Pope Saint
Paul VI wrote, “"Despite its apocryphal content, it presents lofty and exemplary values and carries
on the venerable traditions having their origins in the Eastern Churches.”

Pope Saint Paul VI refers to the source of the event as not Scripture but a second-century
writing called the Protoevangelium of James. The same document is the source for the Feasts of
St. Anne and Joachim celebrated in July. It recounts that Mary’s parents brought her as a child to
the Temple to consecrate her to God in thanksgiving for her, as they had previously been unable
to conceive a child. Mary is said to have remained there until she was twelve years old. This story
closely mirrors the account of Hannah in 1 Samuel. Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us!

Presentacion de la Santisima Virgen Maria - 21 de noviembre

El 21 de noviembre, la Iglesia universal celebra la fiesta de la Presentacion de la Santisima
Virgen Maria. En la Iglesia Ortodoxa Oriental, se llama la Entrada de la Santisima Theotokos en el
Templo. La fiesta se origin6 con la dedicacion de la Basilica de Santa Maria la Nueva en 543,
cerca del lugar del Templo destruido en Jerusalén. Esta basilica fue destruida en el asedio de
Jerusalén en 614. Desde entonces, el Oriente ha celebrado la fiesta interrumpidamente, mientras
que en el calendario de la Iglesia Romana la fiesta ha decaido y se ha restablecido varias veces. En
1974, el Papa San Pablo VI escribié: "A pesar de su contenido apdcrifo, presenta valores elevados
y ejemplares y continda las venerables tradiciones que tienen su origen en las Iglesias orientales".

El Papa San Pablo VI se refiere a que la fuente del acontecimiento no es la Escritura, sino
un escrito del siglo II llamado el Protoevangelio de Santiago. El mismo documento es el origen de
las fiestas de Santa Ana y San Joaquin que se celebran en julio. Cuentan que los padres de Maria
la llevaron de nifia al Templo para consagrarla a Dios en accion de gracias por ella, ya que antes
no habian podido concebir un hijo. Se dice que Maria permanecio alli hasta la edad de doce afios.
Esta historia se parece mucho al relato de Ana en Samuel 1. Inmaculado Corazén de Maria,
ruega por nosotros. 9
