        This week, there are two important feasts to celebrate. The Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, Holy Mother of God, is on January 1st, and the Feast of the Most Holy Name of Jesus is on 
January 3. It is fitting that each of these feasts closely follows the Nativity of the Lord.  
      
        The Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Holy Mother of God, commemorates the role of 
Mary in the mystery of our salvation. It also affirms the divinity of Jesus. This title, one of the 
Marian dogmas, was given to Mary by the Council of Ephesus in 431. The Patriarch of 
Constantinople, Nestorius, held that the Virgin Mary could be called Christotokos, “Christ-Bearer,” 
but not Theotokos, “God-Bearer.” At stake was not just the proper title of Our Lady but also the 
divine and human natures of Jesus. Nestorius could not hold that Jesus has both a human and 
divine nature. He was opposed by many in the Church, but especially by St. Cyril of Alexandria. The    
Council condemned Nestorius and his followers as heretics and decreed that Jesus was one person 
possessing both a human and divine nature. Mary was given the title Theotokos. 
      
        The Solemnity has been celebrated on different dates throughout Church history. The date of 
January 1, puts the Solemnity in conformity with the ancient liturgy in Rome. It also seems fitting 
that the feast commemorating Mary’s Motherhood falls within the Octave of the Nativity! 
      
        Please continue to pray for vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, religious life, and Holy     
Matrimony. Immaculate Heart of Mary, Theotokos, pray for us!

Este título, uno 
de los dogmas marianos, fue otorgado a María por el Concilio de Éfeso en el año 431. El Patriarca 
de Constantinopla, Nestorio, sostenía que la Virgen María podía llamarse Christotokos, "Portadora 
de Cristo", pero no Theotokos, "Portadora de Dios". No sólo estaba en juego el título propio de la 
Virgen, sino también las naturalezas divina y humana de Jesús. Nestorio no podía sostener que   
Jesús tuviera naturaleza humana y divina a la vez. Se le opusieron muchos en la Iglesia, pero      
especialmente San Cirilo de Alejandría. El Concilio condenó a Nestorio y a sus seguidores como   
herejes y decretó que Jesús era una sola persona con naturaleza humana y divina. María recibió el 
título de Theotokos. 
      
        La solemnidad se ha celebrado en diferentes fechas a lo largo de la historia de la Iglesia. La   
fecha del 1 de enero sitúa la Solemnidad en conformidad con la antigua liturgia de Roma. También 
parece apropiado que la fiesta que conmemora la Maternidad de María caiga dentro de la Octava de 
la Natividad.
